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As part of the National Assessment of Educational Progress (NAEP) 2002 field test, data will be collected from samples of fourth-, eighth-, and twelfth-grade students on newly developed questionnaire blocks and cognitive blocks.  (See Volume I of this clearance package for a description of the 2002 field test and Volume II for the proposed field test questionnaire blocks.)  The purpose of the field test is to examine how the background questionnaire and cognitive items will behave during the operational NAEP assessment in 2003.  Therefore, great care is taken during the field test to administer the newly developed items in a manner and format closely approximating the operational administration.


In 2003, student booklets will be constructed as follows:

· General directions to students

· Two separately-timed 25-minute cognitive blocks (or for selected booklets at grades 8 and 12, one 50-minute cognitive block)

· Core student demographic questionnaire block

· Focused student instructional questionnaire block (i.e., inside and outside of school activities)

Volume II of this clearance package contains the newly developed student instructional questionnaire items that will be field tested in 2002 for use in the main NAEP assessment in 2003.  The intention of the NAEP program is to maintain a consistent set of core student demographic questionnaire items from year to year to permit the reporting of trend information.  Therefore, the core student demographic questionnaire blocks administered in 2003 will be the same as those administered as part of the 2002 main NAEP assessment.


The core student questionnaire items that will be administered as part of the 2002 main NAEP assessment and included in the 2003 student field test booklets that were submitted previously to the Office of Management and Budget (OMB) and are covered under OMB control number 1850-0628 (approval expiration date 10/31/2003).  Volume III of the current OMB clearance package is included to provide reviewers with the complete scope of student background questionnaire items that will be included in the 2002 field tests student booklets.  Additional review or action by OMB (e.g., extension of approval expiration date) is not being requested for the following questionnaire items.


Pages 2-4 contain the core student demographic questionnaire items for grade 4.  Pages 5-8 contain the items for grades 8 and 12.  Some of the items are common across the two sets.  The two sets of items were field tested as part of the 2001 NAEP assessment.
