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Under the Federal Direct Consolidation Loan Program (Direct Consolidation Loan Program), parents may consolidate federal loans obtained to pay the costs of a dependent child's undergraduate education.  If the parent borrower has an adverse credit history, the parent may only receive a Direct Consolidation Loan to repay the earlier loan(s) if the parent (1) documents to the satisfaction of the U.S. Department of Education (ED) that there are extenuating circumstances or (2) obtains an endorser who does not have an adverse credit history.  The endorser must complete the Federal Direct Consolidation Loan Application and Promissory Note Endorser Addendum (addendum) and promise to repay the PLUS portion of the Direct Consolidation Loan (called a Direct PLUS Consolidation Loan) if the parent does not repay it.

Note: The endorser may not be the student on whose behalf the borrower received a PLUS loan(s).

Section A: Parent Borrower Information

Information in Section A about the parent borrower has been completed by ED.  If any information provided in Section A is incorrect, you should contact the Loan Consolidation Center immediately.

Section B: Endorser Information

Section B should be completed by the endorser.  All references to “you” and “your” in this section refer to the endorser.

Items 7-9:  Enter the information requested.

Item 10:  Enter your permanent home street address.  If your mailing address is a rural route, post office box, or general delivery, you must list both the street address and the mailing address.

Items 11 and 12:  Enter the information requested. You are not required to provide the information requested in Item 11; however, if you do, we may use it to communicate with you.

Item 13:  First, enter in the parentheses the two-letter abbreviation for the state that issued your driver's license.  Then, enter your driver’s license number.  (If none, enter “none.”)

Item 14:  Enter the information requested. You are not required to provide this information; however, if you do, we may use it to communicate with you.
Item 15:  Place a check in the box that corresponds to your citizenship status.  If you check box 2, enter your Alien Registration Number.  

The term “U.S. Citizen” includes citizens of the 50 states, the District of Columbia, Puerto Rico, the U.S. Virgin Islands, Guam, and the Northern Mariana Islands.  The term “National” includes, not only all U.S. citizens, but also citizens of American Samoa or Swain’s Island.

A “Permanent Resident" of the United States is an individual who can provide documentation of this status from the U.S. Immigration and Naturalization Service. 

An "Eligible Noncitizen" is an individual who can provide documentation from the U.S. Immigration and Naturalization Service that he or she is in the United States for a purpose that is not temporary, with the intention of becoming a citizen or permanent resident.  This category includes refugees, persons granted asylum, Cuban-Haitian entrants, temporary residents under the Immigration Reform and Control Act of 1986, and others.

Note:  If neither box corresponds to your citizenship status, then you are not eligible to be an endorser.

Item 16-18:  Enter the employment information requested. If you are self-employed, enter the name, address, and telephone number of your business.  (If none, enter “none.”)

Item 19:  See the instructions provided in the section.

Section C: Endorser’s Promise to Pay and Section D: Federal Direct Consolidation Loan Terms and Conditions
Item 20:  Carefully read Section C, Section D, and the accompanying document called “Borrower's Rights and Responsibilities Statement.”  Then, sign and date the addendum in blue or black ink.
