Clarification of Third Grade Pilot Child Respondent Honorarium as an Incentive to Parents.

Parents of participating third graders in the pilot test will be offered an honorarium of $30 as an incentive to participate.  It is estimated that the pilot will require on average 2 hours of parent time.  Parents must:

· transport their child to and from the pilot site;

· wait for about an hour for their child to participate in the pilot activities (i.e., administration of the direct assessment battery); and

· in some instances, obtain a sitter to care for their other children while they accompany their 3rd grader to the pilot site.

The honorarium is based on an hourly rate of $15.  This rate is based on a national median income of $30,854 for year round, full-time workers (Current Population Survey, March 1995).
