Request for Emergency Clearance of ED Form 4376 - Annual Report of Children in Institutions for Neglected or Delinquent Children, Adult Correctional Institutions, and Community Day Programs for Neglected and Delinquent Children

We are requesting emergency clearance for the attached ED Form 4376 – Annual Report of Children in Institutions for Neglected or Delinquent Children, Adult Correctional Institutions, and Community Day Programs for Neglected and Delinquent Children.  This form, which expired in March 2001, is needed to collect data used for allocating more than $8.5 billion in Title I, Part A and Part D, Subparts 1 and 2 funds for school year 2002-03.   It is the same as the form used to collect these data for the past three years.   Also included in this package is a completed OMB Form 83-1 and supporting documents explaining in more detail why we are requesting emergency clearance of this data collection form. 

The need for emergency clearance results from the unanticipated delay in the reauthorization of the Elementary and Secondary Education Act.  Normally, we would mail the neglected or delinquent (N or D) data collection form in this clearance package to the States in the fall.  The lack of action to date on the ESEA reauthorization in conference caused us to delay submitting a new forms clearance package to OMB until now because we wanted to see what form the final legislation would take.   However, because of the need to have these data available early next year so we can calculate Title I allocations based on the most up-to-date data available, we need to have emergency approval of the attached data collection form, which reflects our best guess as to what the new law will look like.

Section 1124(c)(5) of the current Title I statute further requires that States submit counts of children in locally operated institutions for N or D children to the Department of Education  (ED) by January 1.  The current regulations (34 CFR 200.51(c)) also require that States submit annual data for the State Agency N or D program by no later than January 31.  In order for States to meet this deadline, we need to send out ED-Form 4376 by late October.  Also as a practical matter, we must transmit this form to the States at this time if we are to have these data by January.  This schedule would allow us enough time to process the data and verify for accuracy so that ED can announce school year (SY) 2002-2003 allocations by mid-April 2002.   ED must announce SY 2002-2003 allocations by that time in order to give States and localities enough time to hire staff and plan programs for the coming school year.

We will also submit this form clearance package through the regular review process in order to receive a three-year approval for this form.
