Age of students—Use institutional records to calculate age.  Report age as of the date of the institution's official fall reporting date or October 15th.

Administrative Management System (AMS) or Management Information System (MIS) – Data base system for institutional management.  For example admissions, registration, strategic planning, student financial aid, institutional research, student tracking, course scheduling, human resources

Alaska Native Serving Institution (ANSI)( Refers to an institution of higher education which is eligible to receive Title III funds under section 312(b), and at the time of application, has an enrollment of undergraduate students that is at least 20 percent Alaska Native students.

Awards( A postsecondary award, certificate, or diploma that requires completion of an organized program of study at the postsecondary level.  


Branch campus( The Title III-A and Title V program regulations define a branch campus as a unit of a college or university that is geographically apart from the main campus of a college or university, and is independent of that main campus.  For other specific requirements, please see the program regulations.  

Cohort—A group of students who began their degree-seeking college experience at the same time.

Completers—These students have completed all course requirements for a degree or other award.

Cooperative Arrangement—One in which more than one institution applies for a single Title III/V grant, with one of the institutions serving as the lead for administrative purposes.

Cooperative Project (MSEIP)(A 36-month grant that assists groups of non-profit, accredited colleges and universities to work together to conduct science and/or engineering improvement projects.

Degrees Awarded—An award conferred by a college, university, or other postsecondary education institution as official recognition for the successful completion of a program of study. 



Associate's Degree—An award that normally requires at least 2 but less than 4 years of full-time equivalent college work. 



Bachelor's Degree—An award that normally requires at least four, but not more than 5 five years of full-time equivalent college-level work. This includes all bachelor's degrees conferred in a five year Cooperative (Work-Study Plan) Program. Also includes bachelor's degrees in which the normal four years of work are completed in three years. 



Master's Degree—An award that requires the successful completion of a program of study of at least the full-time equivalent of one, but not more than two academic years of work after a bachelor's degree. 



Doctor’s Degree(The highest award a student can earn for graduate study.  The doctor's degree classification includes such degrees as Doctor of Education, Doctor of Juridical Science, Doctor of Public Health, and the Doctor of Philosophy degree in any field such as agronomy, food technology, education, engineering, public administration, ophthalmology, or radiology.  For the Doctor of Public Health degree, the prior degree is generally earned in the closely related professional field of medicine or sanitary engineering. 

Degree/Certificate-Seeking Students(Students enrolled in courses for credit who are recognized by the institution as seeking a degree or formal award.  At the undergraduate level, this is intended to include students enrolled in vocational or occupational programs, including those enrolled in off-campus centers.  Include high school students taking regular college courses for credit.

Doctor’s Degree(The highest award a student can earn for graduate study.  The doctor's degree classification includes such degrees as Doctor of Education, Doctor of Juridical Science, Doctor of Public Health, and the Doctor of Philosophy degree in any field such as agronomy, food technology, education, engineering, public administration, ophthalmology, or radiology.  For the Doctor of Public Health degree, the prior degree is generally earned in the closely related professional field of medicine or sanitary engineering.

Endowment—A fund that is set aside for the future benefit of the institution.

First-Time First-Year Student—A student who has never attended any college or other postsecondary institution at the undergraduate [or graduate for HBGIs] level.  Includes students enrolled in the fall term who attended college for the first time in the prior summer term.  Also includes student who entered with advance standing (college credits earned before graduation from high school).

First-Year Student(A student who has completed less than the equivalent of 1 full year of undergraduate work; that is, less than 30 semester hours in a 120-hour degree program.

First-Professional Student(A student enrolled in any of the following degree programs:

· Chiropractice (D.C. or D.C.M.)

· Dentistry (D.D.S. or D.M.D.)

· Law (L.L.B., or J.D.)

· Medicine (M.D.)

· Optometry (O.D.)

· Osteopathic Medicine (D.O.)

· Pharmacy (Pharm.D.)

· Podiatry (D.P.M., D.P., or Pod.D.)

· Theology (M.Div., M.H.L., B.D., or Ordination)

· Veterinary Medicine (D.V.M.)

First-Professional Certificate (Post-Degree)(An award that requires completion of an organized program of study designed for persons who have completed the first-professional degree.  Examples could be refresher courses or additional units of study in a specialty or subspecialty.

FISA (Program Focus Areas: Fiscal Stability, Institutional Management, Student Services and Outcomes and Academic Quality)(Refers to broad areas that reflect the major intent or purpose of the various Title III and V programs.

Below are samples of activities or events that might fit into these four focus areas.  These samples are not an exhaustive list of all the types of activities possible within your grant.  They are not meant to imply specific types of activities should have been carried out in your Project.  The samples are provided to guide your categorization of your activity(s).  While it can be argued that everything that an institution does has the ultimate goal of improving student outcomes – we recognize that not all of your grant activities were designed to have measurable student outcomes during the grant period.  Therefore your project goals during your grant period will likely fall into one of the four categories (FISA).

Fiscal Stability: Establish development office, train development staff, strengthen alumni relations, establish donor database, build capacity to attract external support, build and manage endowment, increase tuition dollars from enrollment, increase research dollars
Institutional Management: Create and maintain management information system(s), develop, integrate and update data base(s), staff and train an institutional research office, train and develop staff (other than teaching faculty), Library facilities (construction, renovation), improved institutional management (faculty and staff personnel management, community affairs, outreach office, recruiting), construction and renovation (classrooms, teaching labs), infrastructure for the internet

Student Services and Outcomes: 

Student services: Counseling (peer, career, personal), tutoring and mentoring (peer, staff, faculty), student facilities (general use computer labs, study centers, tutoring centers), create and support learning communities, improve student services (i.e. financial aid distribution process, registration), improve library services (extended hours, tutoring)

Student Outcomes: Graduation rate, retention, persistence (i.e. Fall to Fall, basic skills to for credit courses), increased academic achievement, happy leavers, increased number of students entering higher degree programs

Academic Quality: Train and develop faculty, develop curriculum, improve developmental or basic skills courses, develop academic program(s), retain and recruit faculty, increase diversity of faculty, improve average education level of faculty, change the ratio of adjunct to full time professors, change the ratio of non-academic staff to academic staff, change the ratio of the number of students to faculty, improve class size, acquire specialized accreditation, acquire teaching or research laboratory equipment (institutional or joint shared use), acquire library materials (institutional or joint shared use)

Full-Time Equivalent (MSEIP)(The term `full-time equivalent students' means the sum of the number of students enrolled full time at an institution, plus the full-time equivalent of the number of students enrolled part time (determined on the basis of the quotient of the sum of the credit hours of all part-time students divided by 12) at such institution.
Full-Time Student—

Undergraduate—A student enrolled for 12 or more semester credits, or 

2 or more quarter credits, or 24 or more contact hours a week each term.

Graduate—A student enrolled for 9 or more semester credits, or 9 or more quarter credits, or students involved in thesis or dissertation preparation that are considered full time by the institution.

Government Performance Reporting Act—(GPRA) passed by Congress in 1993, it requires each government agency to develop performance measures for each authorized program, and to collect, analyze and report on that information each year.

Grant ID—A unique identification number for each grant awarded to a Title III/V grantee.  There will, then, be multiple grant Ids for some grantees.

Head Count(Refers to the actual number of students enrolled in your institution regardless of the total number of credits each student is taking.

Historically Black College or University (HBCU)(Refers to any historically black college or university that was established prior to 1964, whose principle mission was, and is, the education of Black Americans, and that is accredited by a nationally recognized accrediting agency or association determined by the Secretary to be a reliable authority as to the quality of training offered or is, according to the association, making reasonable progress toward accreditation.

Historically Black Graduate Institution (HBGI)(Refers to a set of independent professional or graduate institutions and programs eligible for grants under subsection (a) of Title III B Section 326.   Those institutions include the following: Morehouse School of Medicine; Meharry Medical School; Charles R. Drew Postgraduate Medical School; Clark-Atlanta University; Tuskegee University School of Veterinary Medicine and other qualified graduate programs; Southern University School of Law and other qualified graduate programs; Xavier University School of Pharmacy and other qualified graduate programs; Texas Southern University School of Law and School of Pharmacy and other qualified graduate programs; Florida A&M University School of Pharmaceutical Sciences and other qualified graduate programs; North Carolina University School of Law and other qualified graduate programs; Morgan State University qualified graduate programs; Hampton University qualified graduate programs; Alabama A&M qualified graduate programs; North Carolina A&T State University qualified graduate programs; University of Maryland Eastern Shore qualified graduate programs; Jackson State University qualified graduate programs; Norfolk State University qualified graduate programs; and Tennessee State University qualified graduate programs.

Hispanic Serving Institution (HSI)(Refers to an eligible institution that at the time of application for Title V funds, has an enrollment of undergraduate full-time equivalent students that is at least 25 percent Hispanic students; and provides assurances that not less than 50 percent of the institution's Hispanic students are low-income individuals.

Individual Development Grant—A development grant administered to a single institution that helps it attack and, perhaps, resolve a problem(s) identified in the Comprehensive Development Plan and helps you strengthen your organization’s academic quality, student services and outcomes, management capabilities, or fiscal stability.

Institutional Project (MSEIP)(Refers to a 36-month grant that supports the implementation of a comprehensive science improvement plan, which may include any combination of activities for improving the preparation of minority students, particularly minority women, for careers in science and/or engineering.

OPE ID—Each institution in IPEDS is assigned a unique institutional ID number.

IPEDS—Integrated Postsecondary Education Data System is an annual report made by all institutions receiving funds under Title III of the Higher Education Act (HEA), and is administered by NCES.

Lead Institution (or Coordinating)(The eligible institution participating in a cooperative arrangement grant with other institutions, that is legally responsible for the use of all grant funds and ensuring that the project is carried out in accordance with Federal requirements.

Minority Science and Engineering Improvement Program (MSEIP)(Authorized as Part E of Title II of the Higher Education Act of 1965, as amended, MSEIP is designed to effect long range improvement in science and/or engineering education programs at predominately minority institutions and to increase the flow of underrepresented ethnic minorities, particularly women, into scientific and engineering careers.

Native Hawaiian Serving Institution (NHSI)(Refers to an institution of higher education which is eligible to receive Title III funds under section 312(b), and at the time of application, has an enrollment of undergraduate students that is at least 10 percent Native Hawaiian students.

Net Assets—A calculation made by subtracting the institution’s total liabilities from the total assets (financial resources available to the institution other than current year income, including accounts receivable, cash in the bank, the value of capital resources such as furniture, facilities and equipment, etc.). 

Outcome Measures—Indicators of the success of a program or activity in attaining its goals related to the target populations.  They generally refer to 

changes in conditions or behavior of the target populations, such as school attendance, academic achievement, course completion, etc.

Part-Time Student—

Undergraduate—A student enrolled for either 11 semester credits or less, or 11 quarter credits or less, or less than 24 contact hours per week each term

Graduate—A student enrolled for either 8 semester credits or less, or 8 quarter credits or less unless involved in thesis preparations (see definition of full-time).

Password—A password generated by ED and supplied to the Program's Project Director prior to beginning.  This password will be known only to the grantee institution, thus assuring privacy of the information reported.  Use your institution password for your first time entry into the system and for any subsequent updates to your file.  If you forget your password, the Project Director must email a request to ________________________.

Pell Grant Program—(Higher Education Act of 1965, Title IV, Part A, Subpart 1, as amended.)  Provides eligible undergraduate postsecondary students with demonstrated financial need with grant assistance to help meet education expenses.

Post-Master’s Certificate(An award that requires completion of an organized program of study requiring 24 credit hours beyond the master's degree, but does not meet the requirements of academic degrees at the doctor's level.

Primary Accrediting Agency—Enables the institutions they accredit to establish eligibility to participate in the Federal student financial assistance programs administered by the Department under Title IV of the Higher Education Act of 1965 as amended.

Process Measures—Specific activities and/or strategies that are linked to and support the attainment of desired programmatic outcomes.

Satisfactory Academic Progress—A student is making satisfactory progress if, at the end of the second year, the student has a grade point average of at least a "C" or its equivalent, or has academic standing consistent with the institution's requirements for graduation.







An institution may find that a student is making satisfactory progress even though the student does not satisfy the requirements in the previous paragraph, if the institution determines that the student's failure to meet those requirements is based upon--
(1) The death of a relative of the student;
(2) An injury or illness of the student; or
(3) Other special circumstances.


If a student is not making satisfactory progress at the end of the second year, but at the end of a subsequent grading period comes into compliance with the institution's requirements for graduation, the institution may consider the student as making satisfactory progress beginning with the next grading period.

Substantial Progress(Refers to a project’s ability to meet projected objectives and goals in a timely manner, with appropriate remedies to address difficulties as they occur.

Tribal College or University (TCU)(This term refers to an institution eligible to receive assistance under Section 316 of Title III of the Higher Education Act.  A TCU has the meaning given the term "tribally controlled college or university" in Section 2 of the Tribally Controlled College or University Assistance Act of 1978, and includes an institution listed in the Equity in Land Grant Status Act of 1994.

Special Project Local (MSEIP)(A 24-month grant to support activities that improve quality training in science and engineering or enhance a minority institution's general scientific research capabilities.

Special Project Pre-College (MSEIP)(A 24-month grant used to provide access for pre-college minority students to careers in science and engineering or enhance a minority institution's general scientific research capabilities.

Special Project Service (MSEIP)(A 24-month grant to support activities that provide needed services to a group of eligible minority institutions, or that provide special training for project directors, scientists, and engineers from eligible minority institutions.
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
