


EVALUATION CONSIDERATIONS 

Section 5564 of the Elementary and Secondary Education Act, as amended by the No Child Left Behind Act (PL107.110) requires Parental Information and Resource Center (PIRC) grantees to implement one or more of the activities in the list that follows.  Therefore, where appropriate, applicants should design an evaluation plan that will measure the effectiveness of the following:

1) Parental involvement activities that are designed to improve student achievement;

2) Activities designed to enhance parents’ understanding of the accountability systems in their States and local educational agencies;

3) Activities designed to improve communication between parents/families and school personnel;

4) Activities designed to increase parents' involvement in the development of school policies, planning and improvement and        decision-making practices;

5) Activities to inform parents about the range of options, programs, services and resources available at the national, State and local levels;

6) Activities for parents that coordinate the education of their children with Federal, State, and local services and programs that serve their children;

7) Activities that coordinate, and integrate early childhood programs with school age programs;

8) Activities that help parents learn and use the technology applied in their children's education to improve achievement.

To the extent that an applicant proposes to use PIRC funds for one or more of the following permissive activities under Section 5564(b), the applicant should also design components of its evaluation plan around these activities: 

1) Developing and implementing the schools' plans or activities under sections 1118 or 1119;

2) Developing and implementing school improvement plans;

3) Providing information about assessment and individual results to parents;

4) Coordinating the efforts of Federal, State, and local parent education and family involvement initiatives;

5) Providing training, information, and support to State and/or local educational agencies, schools, and other organizations that support family-school partnerships.
