Request for Reinstatement, with Changes, of a Previously Approved Performance Report for the Graduate Assistance in Areas of National Need (GAANN) Program – CFDA No. 84.200A

The performance report form for the GAANN program expired on July 31, 2002.  The report was not submitted for your review prior to its expiration because the program office had scheduled three Project Director’s Meetings during the spring and summer 2002 at which, we were able to obtain additional feedback from our grantees regarding the report’s content and clarity.  We are requesting a reinstatement, with changes, of the previously approved performance report form.  Grantees are required to submit a performance report annually.  The information collected in the report allows us to monitor grantee compliance with program regulations (34 CFR 648) and to collect programmatic data to meet our annual reporting requirements.  

There are two versions of the form included in this submission: the annual performance report and the final performance report.  The final report differs from the annual report only in that it asks grantees to update the educational status of all students who had received GAANN funding over the life of the grant.  This update allows the Department to track graduation rates of GAANN students, which is necessary for our annual program reporting.

The attached OMB 83-I and other documents are being submitted as required.
