APPENDIX A:  ESEA Performance Goals, Performance Indicators, and State- Defined Performance Objectives

State and local accountability for the academic achievement of all students is central to the No Child Left Behind Act.  The system of accountability on which the consolidated State application rests, a system intended to help the public understand how well the State is meeting its student achievement goals for all students, is built around several key elements:

1.   ESEA “Performance goals” that the Department has 
established.  These goals reflect the basic purposes of the ESEA and the programs included in the consolidated application. 

2.   ESEA “Performance indicators” that the Department
 has established for each ESEA performance goal.  States would use these indicators to measure their progress in meeting the ESEA performance goals.

3.   “Performance objectives” that each State would 

establish.  The performance objectives define the targets a State establishes for each of the performance indicators.  For example, for the indicator “the percentage of students reading at grade level,” the performance objective might be: “the percentage of students in first grade reading at grade level will increase from the current __ percentage to ___percentage in 2003-2004.”
We identify below seven ESEA performance goals that are central to the purposes of the ESEA programs, and performance indicators for each of these performance goals.  Each State must adopt this set of seven performance goals and corresponding performance indicators. However, a State may include additional performance goals and indicators in its application if it desires to do so.  

Performance goal 1:  All students will reach high standards, at a minimum, attaining proficiency or better in reading and mathematics by 2013-2014. 

1.1  Performance indicator:  The percentage of students in Title I schools, in the aggregate and for each subgroup, who are at or above the proficient level in reading on the State’s assessment will increase.

1.1.1 Example of a State-defined performance objective:  State assessments will show that the percentage of students in Title I schools, in the aggregate and in each subgroup, who are at or above the proficient level in reading will increase as follows from the current (2001-2002 test administration): ‘x” percent to  “y” percent in 2002-2003, (z” percent in 2003-2004, etc.

1.2  Performance indicator:  The percentage of students in Title I schools, in the aggregate and in each subgroup, who are at or above the proficient level in mathematics on the State’s assessment will increase.

1.3  Performance indicator:  The percentage of Title I schools that make adequate yearly progress will increase.

1.3.1 Example of a State defined performance objective:  The percentage of schools that make adequate yearly progress will increase from the baseline established in 2003-2004 by “x” percent each subsequent year.

1.4  Performance indicator:  The percentage of schools that participate in the Comprehensive School Reform Program (CSR) with increasing numbers of students meeting or exceeding the proficient level of performance on State assessments in reading and mathematics will increase.

1.4.1 Example of a State defined performance objective:  The percentage of CSR schools with increasing numbers of students meeting or exceeding proficient level of performance in reading and mathematics will increase from the current “x” percent to “y” percent in 2002-2003.

1.5  Performance indicator: The number of students who participate in 21st Century Community Learning Centers programs who meet or exceed State academic achievement standards in reading and mathematics will increase.

1.6  Performance indicator:  The number of migrant students who are enrolled in schools in need of improvement will decline.

1.7  Performance indicator:  The percentage of students that meet State standards for student literacy in technology will increase. 


Performance goal 2:  By 2013-2014, all students will be proficient in reading by the end of the third grade.
2.1  Performance indicator:  The percentage of students who enter first grade ready to learn how to read, disaggregated by poverty, limited English proficiency, and migrant status, and major ethnic and racial group membership will increase.

2.2  Performance indicator:  The percentage of students reading at grade-level will increase. 


2.3  Performance indicator:  The percentage of students participating in research-based reading instruction will increase.

Performance goal 3:  All limited English proficient students will be proficient in English. 

3.1  Performance indicator:  The percentage of children identified as limited English proficient who have attained English proficiency by the end of the school year will increase. 

Performance goal 4:  By 2013-2014, all students will be taught by highly qualified teachers.  

4.1  Performance indicator:  The percentage of classes being taught by “highly qualified” teachers (as the term is defined in section 9101(23)), in the aggregate and in “high-poverty” schools (as this term is defined section 1111(h)(1)(viii)) will increase. 


4.1.1. Example of a State-defined performance objective:  The percentage of classes being taught by highly qualified teachers, in the aggregate and for high-poverty schools, will increase from the baseline (established in 2001-2002) of “x”  percent to “y” percent in 2002-2003, “z” percent in 2003-2004, etc.
4.2  Performance indicator:  The percentage of teachers receiving high-quality professional development will increase(see definition of “professional development” in section 9101(34)).
Example of a State-defined performance objective:  The percentage of teachers receiving high-quality professional development will increase from the baseline (established in 2001-2002) of “x” percent to “y” percent in 2002-2003, “z” percent in 2003-2004, etc.

Performance goal 5:  All students will be educated in learning environments that are safe and drug-free.  

5.1  Performance indicator:  The number of students suspended or expelled from school for committing serious violent and violent crimes (at school, on school property, or at school-sponsored events) will decline. 

5.2 Performance indicator:  The rate and number of students suspended or expelled from school for possessing, using, or selling alcohol or drugs (at schools, on school property, or at school-sponsored events) will decline.

5.2.1  Example of a State defined performance objective  “Data collected as part of the uniform management information and reporting system will show that the number of students suspended or expelled from schools for possessing, using, or selling alcohol or drusgs will decline from a baseline of ___in 22202-2003 to ____in 2003-2004, etc.

5.3  Performance indicator:  The number of persistently dangerous schools, as identified by the State, will decline.

5.4  Performance indicator:  The proportion of suspended or expelled students that perform community service as an alternative or supplement to their suspension or expulsion will increase.

Performance Goal 6:  All students will graduate from high school.

6.1  Performance indicator:  The percentage of students who complete high school, disaggregated by poverty, limited English proficient and migrant status, and major ethnic and racial group membership will increase.  

6.2  Performance indicator:  The number of students who drop out of school after entering grades 7 through 12, disaggregated by the poverty, limited English proficient and migrant status, and major ethnic and racial group membership will increase.
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
