JUSTIFICATION

1. Collection of information is necessary in order for the Secretary of Education to make new grants under the Child Care Access Means Parents In School (CCAMPIS) Program. This program supports the participation of low-income parents in postsecondary education through the provision of campus-based childcare services.

Information is collected under authority of section 419N of Subpart 7, Title IV, of the Higher Education Act of 1965, as amended by section 419N of P.L.105-224, and the Education Department General Administrative Regulations, (EDGAR).  There are no program regulations.  A copy of the authorizing legislation is attached.  The information collection of this discretionary grant application package falls under the Streamlining Plan OMB No.1890-0001.

We are requesting a reinstatement of this already approved (OMB No.: 1840-0737) application package , which expires November 30, 2002
2. This collection is used to obtain the programmatic and budgetary information needed to evaluate applications and make funding decisions based on the authorizing statute and the published funding criteria in EDGAR.  This collection is also used to collect the information necessary to determine if it is in the best interest of the government to continue the projects through the subsequent years of the project period, based on the progress reports obtained from grantees.

3. The Department is expanding its pilot project of electronic submission of applications to include certain formula grant programs, as well as additional discretionary grant competitions.  The Child Care Access Means Parents In School Program, CFDA # 84.335A, is one of the programs included in the pilot project.  The pilot project involves the use of the Electronic Grant Application System (e-APPLICATION, formerly e-GAPS) portion of the Grant Administration and Payment System (GAPS).

4. Since the information submitted in the application is unique to each respondent and to the authorizing legislation, no duplication exists.

5. The application does not involve the collection of information from small businesses or other               small entities.

6. The initial information must be collected every 4 years at the beginning of each new funding cycle in order to select new grantees (provided funds are available).  Information in the annual progress report must be collected in order to determine if it is in the best interest of the government to continue to fund each grantee.

7. No information will be collected in the manner covered under any of these special circumstances.

8. This information collection will be published in the Federal Register.

The Department consults on a regular basis with potential applicants in the months preceding each funding cycle as applications are prepared and submitted to the Department.  There is ongoing consultation with current grantees during each year of the funding cycle. The application procedures and forms are discussed during each year of a funding cycle at various professional meetings and meetings of Title IV grantees.  We also receive feedback concerning the contents of the applications from the academic review panel members who evaluate our applications. 
In addition, advocacy groups and potential applicants will help with the outreach and dissemination of the applications.  The Department will ask organizations such as the National Coalition of Campus Children’s Centers, the Children’s Defense Fund, and others to publicize this program on their websites and through their e-mail networks.

9. The Department will not provide payments or gifts to respondents.

10.  The Department’s disclosure policies adhere to the provisions of the Privacy Act.

11.  Questions of a sensitive nature are not included in these forms.

12.  The Department estimates 60 hours as the average time for the completion of this             application.
