SUBJECT: Request for Approval to Begin the OMB Clearance Process for the 2003-
2004 Student Aid Internet Gateway (SAIG) Enrollment Form

I am requesting to begin the Office of Management and Budget’s (OMB) clearance process
to obtain a new 3-year approval of the SAIG Enrollment Form: web-based and paper
versions. This includes publishing the form in the Federal Register for public comment.
The current OMB approved form expires August 31, 2003.

‘Each year we update the enrollment form to make it more user friendly, add/delete
services and ensure any new regulatory requirements are included. OMB approved the
form for those updates for the 2003-2004 processing cycle on September 23, 2002. Based
on the Application Processing schedule for preparing their systems for the new processing
cycle, time was only available to get the form approved for production by OMB for the
new cycle, which began January 1¥. There have been no changes to the form since
OMB’s approval of the updates on September 23, 2002.

‘The 3-year clearance process begins with a Federal Register notice announcing a 60-day
public comment period for the collection form. After the review of the comments, the
SAIG Enrollment Form is again published in the Federal Register for a 30-day public
comment period. This is followed by a 30-day OMB review prior to final clearance.

' The Torm must go through the OMB clearance process and be completed by August 31,
2003, which is the OMB expiration date of the form. This will provide new institutions
with the capability to enroll in SAIG so that they can electronically exchange data with the
Department and allow existing institutions to change/add services and demographic
information. All institutions that exchange data with Federal Student Aid systems must be
enrolled in SAIG. The enrollment form provides the means by which institutions can
enroll and obtain an identifier/mailbox, select the application systems they wish to
exchange data with, and change demographic data. Any delay in the OMB clearance
process could potentially delay financial assistance to an unlimited number of students for
new schools who want to exchange data with the Department and limit existing schools
from requesting new services or changing existing services and demographic information.
