As you will see throughout the clearance package, we incorporated suggestions from the community to further simplify the FAFSA form.  As a result of these suggestions we reduced the five enrollment status questions to one question, as well as, removed and reworded several other questions in the form.  We added parents’ first initials and dates-of-birth in anticipation of a match with the Internal Revenue Service.  Based on comments from the 60-day comment period, we retained the two questions regarding the highest school the applicant’s parents completed, and the two questions asking if the applicant is interested in loans or work-study.

I look forward to receiving more feedback from the community on this new draft during the 30-day comment period.
