Attached please find materials for OMB approval. The cover page, supporting documentation, and copies of measures are included. These are for a data collection undertaken by IES as part of the Preschool Curriculum Evaluation Research Program. In order to carry out the proposed data collection on a timeline that allows for baseline data to be collected in schools this fall, we are requesting that the review of these materials be completed by August 4, 2003. 

As noted above, the fall data collection serves as a baseline measure of children’s outcomes. As such, it is important that it occur as soon after the beginning of the school year as possible. Our goal is to begin the data collection within one month of the start date of the school year at each project site. We anticipate that it will take four to six weeks to collect all of the data. Delaying the data collection will severely compromise the study, as the measures of children’s outcomes will no longer represent a true baseline. In addition, with a delay we run the risk of not completing the collection before the winter holidays and would have to carry it over into January.

If a meeting with myself and the staff of RTI and MPR, the contractors working on the study, would help to facilitate the approval process we are available to meet with you at your convenience.
