Attached for your approval is the application package for discretionary grants under Title V of the Higher Education Act of 1965, as amended.  The extended approval of the application package for Title V, Developing Hispanic-Serving Institutions Program, expired on March 31, 2003.  We are requesting approval for three years.  

This submission falls under the Streamlined Clearance Process for Discretionary Grant Information Collections, 1890-0001.  The grant application package being submitted for your approval collects information that is required by statute and will be used in the peer review process and in making funding recommendations.  The application booklet and the forms contained within the booklet will be used starting with the FY 2004 competition.

As was agreed to in our November 17, 2002 teleconference, we have taken another critical examination of the application package forwarded to you in October 2002 for your approval.  As a result of the examination, we are submitting for your approval the application package that is now available for electronic submission and within that package we have made the following modifications:

· The page limit was decreased from 100 pages to 85 pages for individual development grants.

· The page limit was decreased from 140 pages to 120 pages for cooperative arrangement development grants.

· The institutional narrative section has been condensed into a table format.

· The scope of the institutional goals section of the Comprehensive Development Plan was narrowed to focus on the project areas for which funds would actually be requested.
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· The scope of the institutional objectives section of the Comprehensive Development Plan was narrowed to focus on the project areas for which funds would actually be requested.

The estimated burden hours are thereby reduced from 85 hours per application to 80.

Additionally, the central factor that led us to requesting approval of the existing application package is the side-by-side evaluation that we did of the present forms and the proposed new forms in the October 2002 submittal.  From that evaluation, we determined that there would be no substantial advantage gained from adding new forms and revising current forms.
