	Part 74 of EDGAR applies to Institutions of Higher Education (IHEs), nonprofit organizations (NPOs), and hospitals.  Of the approximately 13,000 discretionary grants (new and non-competing continuation grants) that ED awards annually, 7,500 grants were awarded to IHEs, NPOs, and hospitals.  Under 34 CFR 74.25 of EDGAR, very few project revisions require prior approval.  It is estimated that ED will receive approximately 1300 prior approval requests from grantees per year (represents 10% of the 13,000 grants awarded annually) and that approximately 750 of those requests will be submitted by IHEs, NPOs, and hospitals (represents 10% of the 7,500 grants awarded to IHEs, NPOs and hospitals annually).

Additionally, under 34 CFR 75.261, all types of grantees including State Educational Agencies (SEAs), Local Educational Agencies (LEAs), and Federally Recognized Indian Tribal Governments may follow the regulations in 34 CFR 74.25 (e)(2) regarding extension of a project period.  Section 74.25 (e)(2) allows grantees to initiate a one-time extension of their projects’ expiration date of up to 12 months without prior approval from ED.  Grantees, however, must notify the Department that they intend to extend their grants and indicate the supporting reasons for the extension and the revised expiration date.  Based on FY 2003 time extension data from the Grant Administration and Payment System (GAPS), approximately 1,750 grantees annually will receive this one-time extension of up to 12 months of their project periods.

	It is estimated that annually, approximately 186 grant recipients will request a second (or more) extension of their project periods that requires prior approval from ED (based on FY 2003 time extension data from GAPS).  Additionally, it is estimated that annually, approximately 22 recipients of the four National Institute on Disability and Rehabilitation Research programs listed in § 75.261 (b) of EDGAR that must request prior approval for any time extension will request and receive a time extension (based on FY 2003 time extension data from GAPS).
