Paperwork Reduction Act of 1995 


The Paperwork Reduction Act of 1995 does not require you to respond to a collection of information unless it displays a valid Office of Management and Budget (OMB) control number.   

Section 200.6 of the proposed regulation contained an information collection requirement.  Under the Paperwork Reduction Act of 1995 (44 U.S.C. 3507(d)), the Department of Education submitted a copy of this section to the Office of Management and Budget (OMB) for its review as part of the paperwork collection titled ”State educational agency, local educational agency, and school data collection and reporting under ESEA, Title I, Part A”.


These regulations remove the requirement that LEAS and schools report data and replace them with a requirement that States report data as part of their report to the Secretary required under Section 1111(h)(4) of Title I, Part A.  The Department is currently working on a separate paperwork package (1820-0624), covering the 2002-2003 school year, which includes the requirement in these regulations that States report data on the number of students with disabilities taking regular and alternate assessments.  Under these regulations, States do not report data on the percentage of students with disabilities taking regular and alternate assessments for the 2002-2003 school year.  However, the Department can calculate the percentages based on the data that is included in 1820-0624.  Under these regulations, States reporting on the percent of students with disabilities taking regular and alternate assessments will take place for school year 2003-2004.  It will be included as part of an existing paperwork package submitted at that time.
