The 44 hour estimate per grantee includes the time to review the instructions, search existing sources of data and gather data needed, and complete and review the data collection form.  The total number of burden hours is 2464 since there are 56 grantees.  Grantees who complete this revised annual progress reporting form are not required to collect additional data, redesign electronic data monitoring systems, or develop new survey and evaluation documents.  Grantees should only provide the information requested in the revised questions if the information is already being collected.
