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PREFACE

This document supports the clearance of the 2004 National Postsecondary Student Aid Study (NPSAS:04), which is the student component of the National Study of Faculty and Students (NSoFaS).  The current NSoFaS contract combines two previously separate studies, NPSAS and the National Study of Postsecondary Faculty, and includes optional plans for two cycles of a “spin-off” longitudinal study from the NPSAS sample, the Beginning Postsecondary Students Longitudinal Study (BPS:04/06 and BPS:04/09).  Combining these studies was done to streamline data collection and ease the burden on institutions participating in these studies, for which there has historically been considerable overlap.  This submission requests approval for revisions of the obtained clearance for the 2004 cycle of the National Postsecondary Student Aid Study (OMB No. 1850-0666).

Circumstances Making Collection of Information Necessary

a.
Purpose of this Submission

This document supports the clearance of study data collection instruments, materials, and procedures under the Paperwork Reduction Act of 1995 and 5 CFR 1320, as amended, for the full-scale study of the student component of the 2004 National Study of Faculty and Students (NSoFaS:04).  The student component is also known as 2004 National Postsecondary Student Aid Study (NPSAS:04).  This study is being conducted by RTI, International (RTI) and its subcontractor, MPR Associates, under contract to the U.S. Department of Education’s National Center for Education Statistics (Contract Number ED-02-CO-0011).  Clearance for NPSAS:04 was obtained on February 12, 2003, and this document requests revision of that approved collection.

NSoFaS:04 includes three component studies:  NPSAS:04, the longitudinal component of the NPSAS sample known as the Beginning Postsecondary Students Longitudinal Study (BPS:04), and the National Study of Postsecondary Faculty (NSOPF:04).  Historically, there has been considerable overlap in the institutions selected for participation in NPSAS and NSOPF, and these studies have typically been conducted in the same year.  In order to minimize response burden on institutions and to realize data collection efficiencies, the National Center for Education Statistics (NCES) combined the contracts for the three studies.  

The NSoFaS component studies have separate schedules and purposes, and, therefore, will maintain separate identities.  Separate OMB packages are being prepared and submitted for each. Clearance is only requested for revisions to the student component (i.e., NPSAS:04) in this instance.
  This clearance is requested by January 19, 2004 so that data collection activities for the full-scale study can begin as soon as possible in February, 2004.

The National Postsecondary Student Aid Study (NPSAS) was first implemented by NCES during the 1986-87 academic year to meet the need for national-level data about significant financial aid issues.  Since 1987, NPSAS has been fielded every three to four years, with the most recent conducted during the 1999-2000 academic year.  This implementation is the sixth and will be conducted during the 2003-2004 academic year.  

Data for NPSAS:04 will be collected from both postsecondary institutions and students.  Institutions will be asked to provide information from student financial aid records and other institutional sources.  Much of the required student financial aid data contained in the institutional records is also available at the Department of Education’s (ED’s) Central Processing System; these data will be obtained through file matching/downloading with this system, reducing data collection burden on sampled institutions. Institutions will be asked to verify institutional characteristics and financial aid program participation and to provide enrollment lists for sampling purposes.  Data from students will be collected via a self-administered survey on the Internet or through a web-based computer-assisted telephone interview (CATI).

Previous studies related to or based on data from NPSAS or its longitudinal spin-offs are listed in appendix A.  Appendix B provides a summary of the field test incentive experiment.  The facsimile of the field-test student instrument is provided in appendix C.  A listing of endorsing institutions supporting NPSAS:04 and related NSoFaS studies can be found in appendix D.  Members of the Technical Review Panel are listed in appendix E.  A sample confidentiality pledge and affidavit of nondisclosure completed by all project staff having access to individually identifying data is provided in appendix F.  The introductory letter and informational leaflet mailed to all sample members are found in appendix G.

b.
Legislative Authorization

NPSAS:04 is conducted by NCES within the Institute of Education Sciences, in close consultation with other offices and organizations within and outside the U.S. Department of Education.  NPSAS is authorized under the Education Sciences Reform Act of 2002 (Public Law [P.L.] 107-279, Title 1 Part C), which requires NCES to:  

“collect, report, analyze, and disseminate statistical data related to education in the United States and in other nations, including:

(1) collecting, acquiring, compiling... and disseminating full and complete statistics on the condition and progress of education, at the preschool, elementary, secondary, and postsecondary levels in the United States, including data on—

(E) educational access to and opportunity for postsecondary education, including data on financial aid to postsecondary students;”

Section 183 of the Education Sciences Reform Act of 2002 further states that:

"all collection, maintenance, use, and wide dissemination of data by the Institute, including each office, board, committee, and Center of the Institute, shall conform with the requirements of section 552A of title 5, United States Code [which protects the confidentiality rights of individual respondents with regard to the data collected, reported, and published under this title]."  (Section 183)

c.
NPSAS and Related Studies

As noted above, NPSAS:04 will be the sixth NPSAS in the series dating back to 1986-1987.  The first National Postsecondary Student Aid Study (NPSAS:87), based on a sample of students enrolled in the fall term of 1986, is not completely comparable to later studies.  Beginning in 1989-1990, NPSAS surveys sampled students enrolled at any time during a full academic year, so that those enrolled only during the summer or spring terms, as well those who may begin at any time in institutions (primarily vocational) which do not have traditional calendar systems, could be included.  Additional detailed information about each of the prior NPSAS studies and related longitudinal studies conducted by NCES can be found at http://nces.ed.gov.  

NPSAS is the only periodic, nationally representative survey of student financial aid.  There is no other single national database which contains student level records for students receiving aid from all of the numerous and disparate programs funded by the federal government, the states, postsecondary institutions, employers, and private organizations.  NPSAS:04 is necessary to continue the collection of this trend data and the impact it has on university attendance.  This information is critical to the development of government policy regarding higher education.  The NPSAS studies reflect the changes made in government guidelines for financial aid eligibility and availability, providing a good measure of the impact of those changes.  In a reciprocal manner, the NPSAS studies also inform policymakers on what is working and what needs changing in the future.  Without such data gathered over time, it would be quite difficult to make informed decisions on the state of higher education in America.  In addition to the relevance to policy issues, NPSAS:04 is also important from a methodological standpoint.  This is the first year that data collection will take place using self-administered web surveys, along with the traditional computer-assisted telephone interview (CATI) data collection technique.  With a sample of this size, the efficacy of such data collection methods can be assessed and used to aid in planning future studies.  

Two other longitudinal studies conducted as part of the Postsecondary Longitudinal and Sample Surveys Studies Program (PLSSS) of the National Center for Education Statistics were designed to address a variety of issues regarding higher education.  Based on samples of students attending postsecondary education in a particular year regardless of age, each of these studies incorporates base year data from NPSAS, and extends it through longitudinal follow-up components focusing on first-time students and on recent college graduates in alternate NPSAS survey years: Beginning Postsecondary Students (BPS) and Baccalaureate and Beyond (B&B).  The six major issues addressed in these PLSSS studies are:  

· Undergraduate Access/Choice of Institution

· Persistence

· Progress/Curriculum

· Attainment/Outcome Assessment

· Graduate/Professional School Access

· Rates of Return to Individuals and Society

These six issues are described further in appendix A.  Specific studies related to each issue that has been based on previous NPSAS, BPS or B&B data are also listed in this appendix for reference.

d.
NPSAS:04 Field Test Summary

A field test of the instruments and procedures intended for use in the full-scale study was conducted in order to ensure the success of, and minimize the cost and burden associated with NPSAS:04.  The field test was particularly important in this cycle of NPSAS because of several key changes from previous cycles of the study.  These changes include:  

· the combination of NPSAS:04 with NSOPF under one contract, NSoFaS:04;

· parallel rather than sequential data collection of student records from institutions and interviews with students; 

· the use of a single web-based student instrument for both self-administered and CATI interview, and

· implementation of early response interview incentives.

The NPSAS:04 field test sample was selected from a compliment of the NPSAS:04 full-scale sample of institutions.  This was done to ensure that the sample requirements of the full-scale study were met prior to the selection of the field test sample.  Otherwise, the field test sample was selected using the same design as the field test.  A total of 200 institutions were selected for the field test, with 150 of those included in the NSOPF:04 sample and 50 sampled for participation in NPSAS only.  Student sampling was done from the first 77 lists passing quality control procedures so as to ensure that adequate sample sizes were obtained from each institution.  The distribution of these institutions is presented in table 2.  If the student sample had been selected from all participating institutions, the sample size per institution would have been too small.  It should be noted that samples were selected from the lists of the remaining institutions in order to further test the sample procedures for the full-scale study.  Students selected on the remaining lists were processed in the same manner, but no further data collection occurred.  Response rates for all institutions selected for the field test are provided in table 3.

For the NPSAS:04 field test, approximately 1,280 students were selected from the first 77 institutions providing student lists.  The student sample sizes were set to approximate the distribution planned for the full-scale study with the exception that additional first-time beginning students were selected in order to have a sufficient sample size for the field test of the future BPS longitudinal study. 

The field test used a single web-based instrument for self-administered survey and telephone interviewing options.  Prior to the start of data collection, students were sent a letter from the Department of Education providing a web login ID and password.  Sample members were encouraged to complete the survey online, but were also given a toll-free telephone number if they wished to complete the interview over the phone or in the event they had questions while completing the survey online.  No telephone contact was initiated with sample members for 3 weeks following the mailing of the lead letter, which comprised the early incentive test period.  Sample members were randomly assigned to an incentive group and offered no incentive, $10, or $20 to complete the interview online during the early response period in the initial letter.  The response rate for those receiving no incentive was 13 percent and 23 percent for those receiving an incentive.  A detailed summary of the NPSAS:04 field test incentive experiment is provided in appendix B.

At the end of this early incentive period, telephone interviewing began with those who had not completed the student instrument online.  These follow-up calls encouraging survey completion either by web or CATI were initiated on April 10 and continued until July 18.  Sample members were able to complete the survey online until July 20.  The overall response rate was 71 percent.  A total of 541 respondents completed the survey via CATI and 283 completed the self-administered survey online.  Self-administered completions accounted for 34 percent of all completed surveys, and telephone interviews accounted for the remaining 66 percent.  Table 4 provides the response rates by mode of completion, and institution and student type.

A total of 2,105 telephone interview hours were expended to obtain completed interviews from 824 sample members, exclusive of training, supervision, monitoring, and administration.  The overall time per completed interview, including web completes, was 2.45 hours.  Average time to complete the interview was about 33 minutes, indicating that the majority of interviewer time was spent on activities such as locating and contacting sample members.  As indicated in table 4, a significant portion of the web completes occurred only after follow-up telephone calls were made by CATI interviewers.

Telephone interviewers made 21,179 calls to eligible sample members during the field test data collection period, resulting in an average of 18 calls per eligible sample member.  For those who were interviewed, an average of 12 call attempts was required; the average for nonrespondents was 33 call attempts.  Students completing the self-administered interview online received 18 calls on average per completed survey, while CATI respondents required slightly less at 15.

2.
Purposes and Uses of the Data

The fundamental purpose of NPSAS is to create a research data set that brings together information about a variety of programs for a large sample of undergraduate, graduate, and first-professional students.  NPSAS provides the data for comprehensive descriptions of the undergraduate and graduate/first-professional student populations in terms of their demographic characteristics, academic programs, types of institutions attended, attendance patterns, employment, and participation in civic and volunteer activities.  These results are published in two descriptive reports:  a profile of undergraduates and a separate profile of graduate/first-professional students.  Demographic and enrollment data provided establish the appropriate context allowing research and policy analysts to address basic issues about postsecondary affordability and the effectiveness of the existing financial aid programs.  These results are published in a third report on undergraduate financing, which includes descriptions of tuition and price of attendance levels, the percentage of students receiving various types of financial aid and the average amounts received, as well as the net price of attendance after aid.  
Another purpose of NPSAS is gathering base-year data on a subset of students who become the sample for a longitudinal study. NPSAS:04 will be the base year for a Beginning Postsecondary Students Longitudinal Study with a follow-up survey two years later (BPS:04/06), and then again in 2009.  A section of the student interview will focus on describing the experience of these students in their first year of postsecondary education.  
Many of the important research questions remain the same across all of the NPSAS studies.  Tuition increases, unmet need, and increases in student loan debt will continue to be central issues.  The primary issues to be investigated in NPSAS:04 include:

Student demographics

· What is the distribution of student enrollment among types of institutions by gender, ethnicity, age, dependency and income?

· What types of institutions are serving the largest proportions of low-income, non-traditional, and ethnic minority students?

· What proportion of undergraduates are first generation college students, and what types of institutions are they attending?

· What is the proportion of students who are immigrants or children of immigrants, and what types of institutions are they attending?

· How much are students with disabilities participating in postsecondary education?

(2)
Academic preparation and programs

· What is the distribution of SAT and ACT scores of college students?

· What proportion of college students have taken Advanced Placement tests and what are their scores?

· What proportion of college students have taken remedial courses and in what subject areas?

· What types of students are enrolled in vocational certificate, associate’s, and bachelor’s degree programs, and what are their fields of study?

· What is the extent of Internet-based and other distance education, and what types of institutions and students are using it?

· What are students’ primary purposes for enrolling in postsecondary education and their educational goals?

· Are students considering campus safety, graduation rates, and job placement rates in their choice of institutions?

(3)
Financial Aid

· What is the ratio of federal to non-federal aid at various types of institutions?

· What is the ratio of grants to loans at various types of institutions?

· What proportion of students are receiving aid from states, institutions, employers, and private sources and what are the average amounts?

· What proportion of students are receiving non-need based aid?

· How does the amount and type of aid vary by dependency and income level?

· What proportion of students have financial aid need, and what is the average amount of need by income?

· What proportion of students with need who receive financial aid have unmet need, and what is the average amount by income?

· How do tuition and aid policies differ at the student level by state?  

(4)
Price of attendance

· What are the differences in the average tuition and non-tuition expenses among students by dependency, local residence (on campus, off-campus, with parents), and full-time or part-time attendance status? 

· What is the relationship of the average student budgets (tuition and non-tuition expenses) to family income?

· What is the average net price of attendance (student budget minus financial aid) at various income levels at different types of institutions?

(5)
Student borrowing

· What are the differences in the percentage borrowing and the average amounts borrowed through the federal student loan programs by institution type, attendance status, class level and income?

· What proportion of students are borrowing the maximum Stafford loan amounts?

· What is the difference in the proportion of students receiving subsidized or unsubsidized Stafford loans by dependency and income level?

· What is the average cumulative debt of students by class level, especially among graduating college seniors?

· How much are dependent undergraduates using credit cards to pay for educational expenses?

(6)
Student employment

· What is the proportion of students who work while enrolled and what are the average hours per week working?

· Is there a relationship between the amount of work and the receipt of grants or loans?

· How do students perceive the effect of working while enrolled on academic performance?

· Are students with federal work-study jobs more likely to work in areas related to their majors, and are they working in community service, literacy, and tutoring activities? 

(7)
Sources of funds

· What type of financial support are students receiving from their parents?

· Are students aware of and using the Hope Scholarships and Lifelong Learning tax credits?

(8)
Civic participation

· How much are students participating in community service and civic activities?

Answers to these and other issues are vital if policymakers at the local, state and national levels are to respond adequately to the changing environment of postsecondary education.  As the publications listed in appendix A indicate, since its inception, the NPSAS, BPS and B&B series have resulted in numerous NCES publications addressing these issues.  The data from these studies have also been used extensively to explore PLSSS program issues through the NCES Postsecondary Education Descriptive Analysis Report (PEDAR) series.  

3.
Use of Information Technology

a.
Collection of Student Records from Institutions

Electronic data will first be downloaded directly from the Central Processing System (CPS) at the Department of Education for selected students.  This greatly reduces the burden on sample institutions for data abstraction from student records.  Student record abstraction will be accomplished using one of three methods successfully tested in the NPSAS:04 field test, with the institution choosing which method is most convenient.  

One option is for institutional staff to use a web-based version of computer-assisted data entry (CADE).  The CADE program is flexible and allows the user to determine the best way of completing the task either by entering all information for one student at a time or by entering data section by section for all students.  The CADE program contains checks for consistency and valid values, which allows for immediate correction or resolution of inconsistent or erroneous data.  

In the event the institution does not have the time and/or staff to enter data into CADE, a contractor field staff member can be sent to the institution and enter the institutional data into the web-based CADE program, either by using equipment available onsite or via a laptop.  The third option is for the institution to send the CADE data elements via electronic submission.  This option is called “Data File CADE”.  The institution will prepare their data elements according to specifications prepared for that institution.  Upon completion, the institution will transmit the data via the NPSAS web site.  A more in-depth description of each of these options is provided later in Section B.3 of this document, Methods of Maximizing Response Rates.  

b.
Student Interviews 

In order to improve the efficiency of data collection and virtually eliminate the need to burden the respondent with a re-contact for data retrieval, web-based student interviewing will be used for the NPSAS:04 full-scale survey.  This method was successfully tested during the field test.  A summary of changes to the web-based student instrument based on field test results is provided in section C.  A facsimile of this instrument is provided in appendix C.  

The modes of data collection to be used are web-based, self-administered surveys and web-based, computer-assisted telephone interviewing (CATI).  The survey instruments within these systems are parallel, so the same question wording, item order, and range/consistency checks will be applied in either mode.

The systems store the survey instrument, as well as relevant data collected previously, within the web site and displays questions for the respondent/interviewer in program-controlled sequences on a computer screen.  Computer control of the survey administration and the monitoring of responses offers the capacity for substantial improvements in data quality and data collection efficiency over standard surveys using paper and pencil.  The incidence of missing or inconsistent data is greatly reduced since questionnaire skip patterns are computer controlled. Moreover, invalid entries or entries inconsistent with previous responses are rejected by the computer and can be corrected by the respondent or interviewer during the interview.

The self-administered web-based student survey adds considerable flexibility to the interviewing process.  The wording and presentation of subsequent questions can be tailored to reflect answers already received, as well as pre-loaded information.  Online help screens are also available which provide respondents with more in-depth explanations of questions and examples of the categories of answers listed.  Perhaps the most important feature of the self-administered web-based student survey is the ability for respondents to complete sections of the survey and save their responses, allowing them to return and complete the survey at a later time rather than requiring the completion of the survey in its entirety.  These features serve to reduce participant burden while at the same time ensuring that the most accurate data are collected.  

Computer control of interviewing in CATI offers accurate and efficient management of survey activities, including case management, scheduling of calls, generation of reports on sample disposition, data quality monitoring, interviewer performance, and flow of information between telephone and field operations.  Additional features of the CATI system include: (1) on-line help for each screen to assist interviewers in question administration; (2) full documentation of all instrument components, including variable ranges, formats, record layouts, labels, question wording, and flow logic; (3) capability for creating and processing hierarchical data structures to eliminate data redundancy and conserve computer resources; (4) a scheduler system to manage the flow and assignment of cases to interviewers by time zone, case status, appointment information, and prior cases disposition; (5) an integrated case-level control system to track the status of each sample member across the various data collection activities (lead-letter mailing, locating, CATI interviewing, etc.); (6) automatic audit file creation and timed backup to ensure that, if an interview is terminated prematurely and later restarted, all data entered during the earlier portion of the interview can be retrieved; and (7) a screen library containing the survey instrument as displayed to the interviewer.

4.
Efforts to Identify Duplication

The National Center for Education Statistics has consulted with other federal offices, such as the Department of Education’s Office of Postsecondary Education (OPE), the Planning and Evaluation Service (PES), the Congressional Budget Office (CBO), and the Office of Management and Budget (OMB).  Consultations with non-federal associations such as the American Council on Education (ACE), the National Institute of Independent Colleges and Universities (NIICU), and the National Association of Student Financial Aid Administrators (NASFAA) confirm that the data to be collected through NPSAS are not available from any other sources.  These consultations provide methodological insights from the results of other financial aid investigations and assure that the data collected through NPSAS meet the needs of the federal government and other relevant organizations.  A list of associations endorsing NPSAS:04 is provided in appendix D.

5.
Method Used to Minimize Burden on Small Businesses 

The student survey for NPSAS:04 does not involve small businesses or entities.  However, some small businesses (for-profit schools) and other small public and private schools will be contacted as part of NPSAS:04. Attempts will be made to minimize the intrusion and burden to schools by working closely with a school-appointed coordinator in advance of the data collection effort to identify the sources of information within the school and the format in which records are kept.  Electronic data from a central source at ED will be collected to minimize record abstraction burden.  To accommodate any constraints imposed by staffing considerations or record-keeping systems, schools will be offered alternative methods of providing the requested data including:  (1) use of web-based instrumentation to enter requested information from student records for all students sampled at the institution, (2) provision of electronic data files to the contractor; (3) abstraction of information by specially-trained contractor field staff; and (4) provision of hard copy records to be entered by contractor staff.  

6.
Frequency of Data Collection

This cycle of NPSAS will take place four years after the last NPSAS completed during 1999-2000.  The rationale for conducting NPSAS periodically is based on historical need for information on financial aid programs.  The large-scale and rapid changes in federal policy concerning postsecondary student aid necessitate frequent studies.  Eligibility restrictions change, size of grant and loan amounts fluctuate, and the balance between various aid options changes dramatically.  Since these changes affect students’ ability to finance postsecondary education and the level of debt that students are accumulating, replications every three to five years are necessary.  A recurring study is essential to better predict future costs for financial aid since loan programs create continued obligations for the federal government as long as the loans are being repaid.

Repeated surveys such as NPSAS are also necessary because of rapid changes in the postsecondary environment.  The size, age, preparation, ability, and financial strength of the student population have changed as the result of changes in the size of the traditional postsecondary-age population and the increased likelihood of some demographic groups to seek postsecondary education (e.g., women, minorities, and older students).  Postsecondary institutions themselves are also changing and private, for-profit institutions are becoming more frequently involved in federal programs.  These institutions are increasing students’ education costs because an increasing proportion of their income comes from tuition; hence, they are devoting greater efforts to recruitment and counseling on financial aid.  Also, changes in the demographic characteristics of students may affect their ability to finance postsecondary education (e.g., older students typically have greater resources and a more extensive credit history, and minority students often have fewer resources).  

The combination and magnitude of all these factors in postsecondary education underscore the need for periodic data collection.  Effects of these changes on federal policy and postsecondary education participation create an opportunity, as well as the need, to monitor this rapidly changing situation on a regular basis.

Special Circumstances of Data Collection

No special circumstances of data collection are anticipated.

In recognition of the significance of NPSAS data collection, several strategies have been incorporated into the project work plan that allow for the critical review and acquisition of comments relating to project activities, interim and final products, and projected and actual outcomes.  These strategies include consultations with persons and organizations both internal and external to the National Center for Education Statistics, the U.S. Department of Education, and the federal government.  

Previous NPSAS implementations have benefited from a standing federal review panel composed of staff from several offices in the Department of Education (OPE and OPP) and representatives of OMB and CBO.  Members of this panel also belong to the Technical Review Panel (TRP) for NPSAS:04.  The membership of the TRP (see appendix E for a List of TRP Members) represents a broad spectrum of the postsecondary and financial aid communities.  The  non-federal members serve as expert reviewers on the technical aspects of the study design, data collection procedures, and instrument design, especially item content and format.  The TRP has reviewed the field test student data collection instrument during their October 2003 meeting and the revisions suggested presented in Section C reflect this review.  

9.
Provision of Payments or Gifts to Respondents  

In an effort to maximize response rates, the use of incentives is proposed for two purposes—to encourage early response using the self-administered web survey, and to limit nonresponse bias through refusal conversion.  The decision to use incentives was based on the results of an experiment conducted during the NPSAS:04 field test to assess the effectiveness of incentives for these purposes and the appropriate value of incentive to be offered.  Results of this experiment are provided, as noted earlier, in appendix B.    

The NPSAS:04 field test incentive experiment demonstrated that randomly assigned groups of respondents receiving a financial incentive to respond within the 3-week early response period by self-administration online were more likely to respond during that period than those who were offered no incentive.  About 13 percent of those not offered the incentive responded during this period, while 23 percent of those offered an incentive completed the survey.  Additionally, results of the field test experiment indicated that a higher level of incentive ($20 vs. $10) did not significantly increase the response rate of incentivized sample members; therefore indicating that a $10 incentive was as effective as a $20 incentive for encouraging early response.

The effect of a $20 incentive on nonresponse was also tested in the NPSAS:04 field test (see appendix B section III).  Sample members were randomly assigned to a nonrespondent incentive group prior to data collection.  At a specified time in the data collection schedule, nonrespondents in the incentive group were offered $20 to complete the survey.  Nearly 33 percent of those offered the incentive completed the survey, while 16 percent of those offered no incentive were converted.

Based on these results, a two-part incentive structure is proposed for all sample members in the full-scale study.  The first incentive will encourage sample members to complete the self-administered web survey or to call a toll-free number for a CATI interview in the early response period (3 weeks).  The $10 incentive will be sent to respondents by a mailed personal check.  Once the allotted time for early response has passed, all nonrespondents will be contacted via telephone.  The second part of the incentive structure is designed to reduce the potential for nonresponse bias by encouraging those who have not done so to complete the survey either via self-administration on the web or by CATI interview.  Approximately six weeks after the early response period has ended, nonrespondents will be offered the $20 conversion incentive.

In summary, the payment of incentives is expected to encourage respondents to respond early primarily via self-administration on the web and to encourage nonresponding sample members to participate in the study.  The use of incentives provides significant advantages to the government in terms of increased overall response rates and timely data collection.  In addition, the use of incentives can also result in decreased data collection costs.  

10.
Assurance Of Confidentiality

NCES assures participating individuals and institutions that any data collected under NPSAS, and related programs, shall be in total conformity with NCES’s standards for protecting the privacy of individuals.  Section 408(a)(1) of the Act states that:

“The Center shall develop and enforce standards designed to protect the confidentiality of persons in the collection, reporting, and publication of data under this title.”

The assurance of confidentiality plan for the project was developed by NCES and the contractor for this project.  NPSAS:04 will conform totally to federal regulations, specifically the Family Education Rights and Privacy Act of 1974 (5 USC 522a), the Education Sciences Reform Act of 2002 (P.L. 107-279), the USA Patriot Act of 2001 (P.L.107-56)  and NCES Standards and Policies.  The plan for maintaining confidentiality includes notarized nondisclosure affidavits obtained from all personnel who will have access to individual identifiers (copies of the agreement and affidavit are provided in appendix F).  Also implemented are personnel training regarding the meaning of confidentiality; controlled and protected access to computer files under the control of a single data base manager; built-in safeguards concerning status monitoring and receipt control systems; and secure, operator-manned in-house computing facility.  

Additionally, RTI maintains a standing Committee on Human Subjects to ensure that all Institute surveys of human populations comply with applicable regulations concerning informed consent, confidentiality, and protection of privacy.  This group serves as the Institute’s Institutional Review Board (IRB) as required by law (45 CFR #46).  Institute policy requires that the IRB independently review and approve the study design, instruments, and procedures, and monitor the study to ensure that sample members’ rights are fully protected.   IRB review and approval for revisions to be implemented in the full-scale study were received on September 5, 2003. 

An advance letter (provided in appendix G) and materials will be sent to students.  The letter and brochure will describe the voluntary nature of the NPSAS:04 survey and convey the extent to which respondent identifiers and all responses will be kept confidential.  Similarly, the self-administered web survey and CATI scripts to be read by telephone staff will be very specific in the assurances made to respondents and contacts.  

11.
Sensitive Questions

The student interview collects information about earnings, assets, and marital and dependency status.  Regulations governing the administration of these questions require (a) clear documentation of the need for such information as it relates to the primary purpose of the study, and (b) provisions to respondents which clearly inform them of the voluntary nature of participation in the study, as well as assurances of confidential treatment of their responses.

Financial data related to earnings and assets, as well as marital and dependency status, are key items used in calculating need for financial aid, parental contributions, and financial aid awards.  Consequently, the data elements are critical to the conduct of policy-related analyses and to the modeling and projection of the effects of federal program changes on students and on program costs.  Several procedures have been implemented (see section A.10) to provide assurances to respondents about the voluntary nature of participation in the study, as well as the confidential treatment of survey responses.

12.
Estimates of Response Burden

Two data collection activities will take place: (1) the collection of financial and administrative data for sampled students from institutions; and (2) self-administered and telephone interviews of sampled students. The respective burden estimates for each data collection activity are provided in table 5.

The response time for participating institutions is expected to vary widely.  Institutions will be offered three different methods for providing responses, including:

(1)
web-based instrumentation for data entry of information requested for sampled students; 

(2)
transmission or shipment of existing electronic data files or hard copy documents to the contractor for extraction of requested data; and 

(3)
abstraction of information from school records by specially-trained contractor field staff who will enter records information on-site at the school and transmit the data to the contractor’s central office using the CADE software.

Based on previous NPSAS results, it is estimated that about 3 percent of schools will ship electronic data files to the contractor, resulting in an average response burden of 16 hours.  Another 74 percent are expected to use the CADE (stand alone PC or Web-based version) to enter the requested information themselves at 25 hours per response (on average), while about 23 percent of schools will request assistance from field data collectors, resulting in an average response burden of 1 hour.  This distribution of responses results in an average of 19.2 hours per institutional response.  Table 6 presents estimated costs to respondents, both institutions and students, participating in the NPSAS:04 full-scale study.

Estimates of Cost

There are no capital, startup or operating costs to respondents for participation in the project.  No equipment, printing, or postage charges will be incurred.

Costs to Federal Government

A summary of estimated costs to the federal government for NPSAS:04, shown in table 7, are categorized by field test, full-scale survey, and total costs.  Included in the contract estimates are all staff time, reproduction, postage and telephone costs associated with the management, data collection, analysis, and reporting for which clearance is requested.  A more detailed breakdown of contract costs is provided in table 8.

Reasons for Changes in Response Burden and Costs  

The anticipated number of participating institutions has increased from the field test, thereby increasing the overall burden for the full-scale study.  The institution sample size for the full-scale study has been increased in order to ensure the appropriate number of respondents, and to reflect changes in institution status since the original sample was selected.  However, it should be noted that the level of burden on each institution has been estimated to decrease slightly in the full-scale study, from an average of 19.9 hours in the field test to 19.2 hours.  

From past rounds of NPSAS (but not since OMB approval was obtained in February 2003), there has been increase in the student sample size for the full-scale study due to the need to obtain a representative sample from twelve states in this round of NPSAS.  This is in order to assess tuition and policies at the state level.  Currently, there is no national data set that provides comparable state data at the student level.  

It should be noted that while the overall burden to institutions has increased due to the larger sample sizes, the burden on student respondents has decreased from NPSAS:2000.  The student interview previously took approximately 40 minutes to complete but is now estimated to take 25 minutes.  In the field test, the average time to complete the interview was 33 minutes, but modifications will be made for the full-scale study to ensure an average completion time of 25 minutes.  A summary of these changes is provided in Section C of this document.

Publication Plans and Time Schedule

The formal contract for NPSAS:04 requires the following reports, publications, or other public information releases:

· A sample design report providing detailed information on the sample design, universe coverage, sample selection procedures, weighting methodologies, estimation procedures and design effects, and the results of nonresponse analyses.

· Descriptive summaries of significant findings for dissemination to a broad audience.

· A detailed methodological report describing all aspects of the study design and data collection procedures.

· Complete data files and documentation for research data users.

· Data file user’s manuals containing information needed for researchers to easily use the NPSAS:04 data.

· Special tabulations of issues of interest to the higher education community, as determined by NCES.

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Section B.  Collection of Information Employing Statistical Methods

The sampling design for the full-scale study is presented below.  The overall design was approved previously by OMB on February 12, 2003, and this description incorporates changes since that time.

1.
Respondent Universe

a.
Institution Universe

The institutions eligible for NPSAS:04 are required during the 2003-2004 academic year to:

· Offer an educational program designed for persons who have completed secondary education; and

· Offer at least one academic, occupational, or vocational program of study lasting at least 3 months or 300 clock hours; and

· Offer courses that are open to more than the employees or members of the company or group (e.g., union) that administers the institution; and

· Be eligible to participate in Title IV programs; and

· Be located in the 50 states, the District of Columbia, or Puerto Rico; and 

· Be other than a U.S. Service Academy.

Institutions providing only avocational, recreational, or remedial courses or only in-house courses for their own employees are excluded.  U.S. Service Academies are excluded because of their unique funding/tuition base. 

The above institution eligibility conditions are completely consistent with previous NPSAS studies with two exceptions.  The requirement to be eligible to distribute Title IV aid was implemented in NPSAS:2000.
  Also, the previous NPSAS studies excluded institutions that only offered correspondence courses, but NPSAS:04 includes such institutions if they are eligible to distribute Title IV student aid.  It should be noted that the resulting NPSAS:04 universe of postsecondary institutions is different from that planned for the other NSoFaS component study, National Study of Postsecondary Faculty: 2004 (NSOPF:04).  NSOPF:04 does not include private for-profit institutions, less-than-2-year institutions, non-degree-granting institutions, or postsecondary institutions in Puerto Rico.

b.
Student Universe

The students to be listed by the sample institutions for the selection of the student sample for NPSAS:04 are those who will have attended a NPSAS-eligible institution at any time from July 1, 2003 through April 30, 2004 and who will be:

· Enrolled in either (a) an academic program; (b) at least one course for credit that could be applied toward fulfilling the requirements for an academic degree; or (c) an occupational or vocational program that required at least 3 months or 300 clock hours of instruction to receive a degree, certificate, or other formal award; and

· Not currently enrolled in high school, a general equivalency diploma (GED) program, or other high school completion program.

Students concurrently enrolled in high school or who were enrolled only in a GED or other high school completion program will not be eligible.  Students taking only courses for remedial or avocational purposes and not receiving credit, those only auditing courses, and those taking courses only for leisure, rather than as part of an academic, occupational, or vocational program or course of instruction, will also not be eligible.

These student eligibility conditions are almost identical to those used for NPSAS:93, NPSAS:96, and NPSAS:2000 with two exceptions.  The first change, which was also implemented for NPSAS:2000, is that the NPSAS survey year has been redefined to begin with all students enrolled on July 1, instead of all students enrolled in terms beginning in May or June.  This change makes the survey year more consistent with the ideal target population:  all students enrolled from July 1, 2003 through June 30, 2004.  The second change is that the NPSAS survey year has been refined to end on April 30 rather than June 30, as in NPSAS:2000, in order to expedite timely completion of data collection and preparation of data files.  Poststratification of survey estimates to Department of Education administrative records (on enrollment and aid distributed) will adjust for the fact that the survey year ends with the terms that start by April 30, excluding a small number of students who are newly enrolled in May or June, 2004.

The year of inferential interest is technically the federal financial aid award year which consists of the terms of instruction that begin between July 1, 2003 and June 30, 2004.  However, using this definition of the academic year for sample selection would substantially delay the data collection schedule.  Therefore, lists of all students who were enrolled at any time between July 1, 2003 and April 30, 2004 will be requested.  Using this definition of the academic year, most institutions will have begun their eligible terms of instruction by February 2004.  However, if the award year were used as the basis for selecting sample students, most institutions would not have begun all their eligible terms of instruction until June 2004.  The data collection period would then be too far removed from the academic year of interest, resulting in locating problems, recall errors, and results that would not be sufficiently timely.  

2.
Statistical Methodology

a.
Institution Sample

The institution sampling frame for NPSAS:04 was constructed from the 2001 Integrated Postsecondary Education Data System (IPEDS) Institutional Characteristics (IC) file, the 2001 IPEDS Completions file, and the 2001 IPEDS Fall Enrollment file.  The sample for the NPSAS:04 full-scale study was selected prior to selection of the field test institutions.  The sample of field test institutions were then selected purposively from the complement of the full-scale sample institutions.  This ensured that no institutions were in both the field test and full-scale samples without affecting the representativeness of the full-scale sample.

Records on the IPEDS IC file that do not represent NPSAS-eligible institutions were deleted.  Hence, records that represent central offices, U.S. service academies, or institutions located outside the U.S. and Puerto Rico were deleted.  The IPEDS files were then "cleaned" to resolve the following types of problems:

· missing or zero enrollment or completions data, because these data were needed to compute measures of size for sample selection; and

· unusually large or small enrollment, especially if imputed, because, if incorrect, these data would result in inappropriate probabilities of selection and sample allocation. 

The institution sample included a subset of institutions that were also in the NSOPF sample.  Therefore, twenty-four institution-level NSoFaS sampling strata were defined for the NSoFaS national-level sample by crossing:

· The nine strata traditionally used for the NPSAS (based on institution level, control, and highest level of offering).

· The ten strata traditionally used for the NSOPF (based on Carnegie classification).

· An indicator of 2-year and 4-year institutions that were eligible only for NPSAS (i.e., institutions located in Puerto Rico and non-degree-granting institutions).

Because of small stratum sizes, two pairs of strata (doctorate-granting and non-doctorate-granting) were collapsed for institutions that were eligible only for NPSAS to form the following two strata:

· Public 4-year, NPSAS-only institutions.

· Private not-for-profit 4-year, NPSAS-only institutions.

The result was a 22-level institution stratum variable defined for the national NSoFaS sample.

In addition, to allow analysis of the effects of state tuition and student aid policies in individual states, representative samples of institutions are needed from three strata – public 2-year institutions; public 4-year institutions; and private not-for-profit 4-year institutions – in each of the following 12 states: CA, CT, DE, GA, IL, IN, MN, NE, NY, OR, TN, and TX.

The sample was selected using 58 strata defined by using the 22 national-level and 36 state-level institution strata discussed above.  Within each of the 58 institution strata, the sampling frame was implicitly stratified by sorting within stratum in a serpentine manner (see Williams and Chromy, 1980)
 by the following variables:

· HBCU (historically black colleges and universities)

· OBE Region (from the IPEDS IC file) with Alaska and Hawaii moved to Region 9 with Puerto Rico

· State; and

· the institution measure of size.

The objectives of this additional, implicit stratification were to ensure representation of HBCUs, to ensure proportionate representation of all geographic regions and states, and to ensure representation of both large and small institutions.

A direct, unclustered sample of institutions was selected, like the sample selected for NPSAS:2000 and NPSAS:96, rather than a clustered sample like those used for previous NPSAS studies.  An independent sample of institutions was selected for each institution stratum using Chromy's sequential, pmr sampling algorithm to select institutions with probabilities proportional to their measures of size (Chromy, 1979).
  The measure of size was computed based on the number of students and the number of faculty.  Rather than allow multiple selections of sample institutions, those institutions with expected frequencies of selection greater than unity (1.00) were selected with certainty, and the remainder of the institution sample was selected from the remaining institutions in each stratum.  This process makes it unnecessary to select multiple second-stage samples of students by precluding institutions with multiple selections at the first stage of sampling.

The full-scale institution sample was selected over a year before the institutions need to begin preparing to send lists of enrolled students.  Therefore, there may have been some new institutions or newly eligible institutions that did not have a chance of being selected.  The 2002 IPEDS IC file was examined to determine how many such institutions existed.  About 369 institutions were found that were not on the original institution sampling frame.  Some of these institutions are new, some are now eligible although they were not previously eligible, and some had been excluded from the sampling frame due to frame errors.  Of the 369 institutions, 270 were for-profit institutions.  A “freshened” sample of 34 institutions was selected from the 369 institutions to be added to the initial full-scale sample.  Of these 34 institutions, 28 were for-profit institutions.  The remaining six institutions were in strata in which all schools were originally selected for the sample with certainty.

Table 10 presents the allocation of the NPSAS:04 institution sample to the nine traditional NPSAS  institution sampling strata.  The number of sample institutions is 1,667.  Accounting for historical rates of participation in CADE, institution eligibility rates, and rates with which sample institutions provide student lists for sample selection, table 10 shows the resulting institution sample sizes, which will be institutions providing lists for sample selection and institutions providing CADE data.

b.
Student Sample

Based on prior NPSAS experience of sample student eligibility, the student sample sizes planned are shown in table 11.  Approximately 121,700 sample students for NPSAS:04 will be selected, including about 50,100 first-time beginning students (FTBs), 60,500 other undergraduate students, and 11,100 graduate/first-professional students.  The NPSAS:04 student sampling design is based on fixed stratum sampling rates, not fixed stratum sample sizes, as discussed below.  The student sampling rates are designed to produce over 96,000 respondents (assuming an 85 percent response rate of eligible students is obtained), distributed by institution and student sampling strata to allow a sufficient sample for the planed follow-up surveys of first-time beginning students (FTB).

The numbers of FTB students shown in table 11 include both “true” FTBs who began their postsecondary education for the first time during the NPSAS year, and effective FTBs who had not completed a postsecondary class prior to the NPSAS year.  Unfortunately, postsecondary institutions cannot readily identify their FTB students.  Therefore, the NPSAS sampling rates for students identified as FTBs and other undergraduate students by the sample institutions will be adjusted after accounting for expected false positive and false negative rates.  False positives are students sampled as FTBs who are determined during the interview to not be FTBs, and false negatives are students not sampled as FTBs who are determined during the interview to be FTBs.  The false positive and false negative FTB rates experienced in NPSAS:96 will be used to set appropriate sampling rates for NPSAS:04.

There will be eight student sampling strata: 

· four student sampling strata for undergraduate students


-FTB in-state students,


-FTB out-of-state students,


-other undergraduate in-state students, and


-other undergraduate out-of state students;

· three student sampling strata for graduate students


–mater’s, 


-doctoral, and 


-other graduate students; and,

· one sampling stratum for first-professional students.  

Differential sampling rates will be used for the three types of graduate students in order to get adequate representation of students pursuing doctoral degrees and to limit the sample size for “other” graduate students, who are of limited inferential interest.

Creating Student Sampling Frames.  Each sampled institution that is verified as NPSAS-eligible will be asked to provide a list of all its students who satisfied all the NPSAS eligibility conditions.  The requests for student lists will specifically indicate how to handle special cases such as students taking only correspondence or distance learning courses, foreign exchange students, continuing education students, extension division students, non-matriculated students, etc.  The data elements required for each enrollee will be the student’s name and ID number (for abstracting student records), and the student’s level during the last term of enrollment (FTB, undergraduate, master’s, doctorate-granting, other graduate program, or first-professional).  Contacting information such as local and permanent street addresses, telephone numbers, and campus and home e-mail addresses will also be requested.

The student samples will be selected from the lists provided by the sample institutions.  To reduce data processing costs associated with selection of sample students, institutions will be requested to send electronic lists (e.g., via e-mail, uploading them to a project web site, or on a diskette or CD-ROM) whenever possible.  When electronic lists cannot be provided, hard-copy lists printed either in alphabetical order or in student ID number will be requested to facilitate unduplicating the sample selected from multiple hard-copy lists, as described below.  Several alternatives for the types of lists that can be provided by the sample institutions are available.  First preference is unduplicated, electronic lists.  However, lists by term of enrollment and/or by type of student (e.g., first-time beginning, undergraduate, graduate, and first-professional) will be accepted.

Since student ID numbers can be used to easily unduplicate electronic files, unduplicated lists are most important when the sample must be selected from a hard-copy list.  If an institution has difficulty meeting these requirements, the student sample will be selected from whatever type of list(s) that the institution can provide, so long as it appears to accurately reflect enrollment during the specified terms of instruction.  If necessary, institutions can be provided with specifications to allow them to select their own sample.

Selection of Sample Students from Electronic and Hard-Copy Lists.  The unduplicated number of students listed by each institution will be compared against counts from the IPEDS 2002 Fall Enrollment Survey as a quality assurance check.  Range checks required for acceptance of the student lists will be developed in consultation with NCES (e.g., agreement within 25 percent if the IPEDS counts are actual, rather than imputed, counts).

Students will be sampled on a flow basis as student lists are received.  Stratified systematic sampling procedures will be utilized for both electronic and hard-copy lists.  Electronic lists will be unduplicated by student ID number prior to sample selection.  When an institution can provide only hard-copy lists, separate lists for first-time beginning students, other undergraduate students, master’s students, doctorate-granting students, other graduate students, and first-professional students will be requested to facilitate sampling these strata at different rates.

For duplicated hard-copy lists, a stratified systematic sample will be selected from each list.  The sample will be unduplicated by beginning with the sample selected from the list of first-time beginning students, if possible, or otherwise from the list of fall enrollees.  The sample selected for the fall term will then be unduplicated by eliminating any fall sample members who were also listed as first-time beginning students.  The sample selected for the next term (e.g., spring) will be unduplicated against the full first-time beginning and fall lists, etc.

If an institution provides hard-copy lists and does not provide a separate list for each student stratum (e.g., master’s, doctorate-granting, and other graduate students are on a single list of graduate students), all students on the list will be sampled at the highest of the student sampling rates for the strata represented by the list.  After the sample is keyed, the students selected for the other strata will be subsampled to achieve the appropriate sampling rate for each stratum.

The student sampling procedures are designed to achieve a minimum of 10 sample students from each institution.  For samples selected from electronic and unduplicated hard-copy lists, this goal will be achieved by selecting the sample at the larger of the pre-determined sampling rate for the institution and the rate that will provide the required minimum number of sample students, given the actual student lists.  When an institution provides only duplicated, hard-copy lists, the sampling rate necessary to produce the minimum required sample size cannot be determined with certainty a priori because of the unknown student multiplicity within the lists.  A liberal (upper bound) estimate of multiplicity will be determined by institution sector (e.g., a multiplicity of two).  This liberal estimate of multiplicity will be used to estimate a conservative student sampling rate that should be sufficient to produce at least the minimum required number of sample students.  This sampling rate will be compared to the design-based sampling rate, and the sample will be selected at the larger of the two rates.  If the sample size is less than the required minimum sample size and all eligible students have not been selected, the sample yield will be used to estimate the student multiplicity within the list(s) provided by the institution, and the sample will be re-selected at a rate large enough to ensure that the required minimum sample size is achieved.  The sample yield will be monitored by sampling strata and analysis domains, and the sampling rates will be revised, if necessary, to ensure that the desired sample sizes are achieved.  

The final student sampling frames will be preserved as documentation of the sample selection task on CD for electronic lists and in confidential permanent files for hard-copy lists.  More importantly, a master sample file, which will also serve as the student-level control file for the Receipt Control System (RCS), will be created and updated as each student sample is selected.  The master sample file will contain at least the following data elements (in addition to receipt control variables):

· study ID number for the sample student (e.g., NPSASID)

· institution ID number (e.g., IPEDS UNITID)

· institution sampling stratum

· institution sampling weight

· student sampling stratum

· student sampling weight.

Individually identifying information (e.g., student name and ID number at the sample institution) will be maintained separately to preserve confidentiality, and the study ID number will provide the linkage between these files.  

Student samples will be selected as stratified, systematic random samples for both hard-copy and electronic lists primarily because of its ease of implementation with hard-copy lists.  As mentioned above, the student sampling rates will be fixed for each sample institution, rather than the student sample sizes:

· to facilitate selecting the samples on a flow basis as the student lists are received from sample institutions;

· to facilitate unduplicating the samples selected when an institution provides only hard-copy lists by term; and 

· because sampling at a fixed rate based on the overall stratum sampling rate and the institution probabilities of selection results in approximately equal overall probabilities of selection within student strata.

NPSAS is a multivariate survey with a p-dimensional parameter space, ( = {(j}, j = 1, ….., p, for which it is desired to estimate ( with
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while minimizing cost (sample size) subject to a series of precision requirements.  Consequently, optimal sampling rates can be obtained by solving the following nonlinear optimization problem:

In the above, variance constraints 
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correspond to precision requirements that have been specified by NCES for key survey estimates.  Using data from the NPSAS:2000 and NPSAS:96 (and NSOPF:99 for faculty constraints), all of the required variance components and their associated precision constraints have been developed.  Subsequently, the resulting nonlinear optimization problem to determine the most effective sample allocation will be solved using Chromy’s algorithm
 to obtain feasible solutions to the above problem.

The large sample sizes proposed for NPSAS:04 are required to achieve the many objectives of the study, including estimates for three domains – public 2-year; public 4-year; and private not-for-profit 4-year institutions – in each of 12 states.  A baseline cohort of FTBs must be selected for the subsequent Beginning Postsecondary Students Longitudinal Study (BPS).  Moreover, many NPSAS:04 statistical analyses will focus on relatively rare domains, thereby requiring large overall sample sizes and disparate sampling rates.  Discussions with NCES identified the domains of interest and the study will be designed to ensure adequate sample sizes for those domains.

3.
Methods for Maximizing Response Rates

Response rates in the NPSAS:04 full-scale study are a function of success in two basic activities: identifying and locating the sample members involved, and then contacting and gaining their cooperation.  Two classes of respondents are involved:  institutional respondents and students (undergraduate, graduate, and first-professionals) who were enrolled in those institutions.  

a.
Institutional Data Collection Training

The collection of student enrollment data from institutional records via computer-assisted data entry (CADE) is a critical component of the NPSAS:04 study.  Institutions can supply these records directly or request that a member of the data collection staff retrieve the appropriate data from the institutions records.  In order to assure the most complete and accurate data across both methods of data retrieval, training of both institutional and data collection staff is important.
Institution Coordinator Training.  The purpose of an effective plan for training institutional coordinators is two-fold:  to make certain that survey procedures are understood and followed, and to motivate the coordinators.  The project relies on these procedures to assure institutional data are recorded accurately and completely.  Because institutional coordinators are a critical element in this process, it is essential that instructions about their survey tasks are clearly communicated.  

The training of institution coordinators will be conducted during the course of telephone contacts by central office staff.  Written materials will be provided to coordinators explaining each phase of the project (enrollment list acquisition, student sampling, institution data abstraction, etc.), as well as their role in each.  Training is geared toward the method of data collection selected by the institution.  All institutional coordinators will be informed about the purposes of NPSAS, provided with descriptions of their survey tasks, and assured of our commitment to maintaining the confidentiality of institution, student, and parent data.  The CADE system is a web application; and the CADE web site, accessible through an ID and password, provides institution coordinators with instructions for all phases of study participation.  Copies of all written materials, as well as answers to frequently asked questions, are available on the web site.  

Field Data Collector Training.  RTI, in collaboration with the National Association of Finacial Aid Administrators (NASFAA), developed the training plan and training materials for the field CADE data collectors during the field test. One training session will be held, conducted by staff members who will be responsible for management of the institutional records data collection and who are experienced in conducting data collection from educational institutions.  The training is designed to ensure that the data collectors are fully prepared to identify problems that may be encountered in working with schools and school records and to apply solutions that will result in the collection of consistently high quality data by all field staff.  The training will include:

· A thorough explanation of the background, purpose, and design of the survey;

· An overview of the NPSAS institutional records data collection activity and its importance to the success of the study;

· A description of the role of the NPSAS data collector and his/her responsibility for obtaining complete and accurate data;

· An explanation of the role of the institutional coordinator and how the data collector will interact with him/her;

· A full explanation of confidentiality and privacy regulations that apply to the data collector including signing nondisclosure affidavits;

· Procedures for obtaining financial aid data from sample schools that must be visited;

· Use of the IMS, which includes the CADE modules and field case management system to collect, manage, and transmit data;

· Completion and review of sample mock case studies simulating the various situations that will be encountered collecting student financial aid data from the various types of institutions included in the sample; and 

· Communication and reporting procedures.

The NPSAS Field Data Collector Manual will fully address each of the training topics and will describe all field data collection procedures in detail.  The manual will be designed to serve as both a training manual and a reference manual for use during actual data collection.  Training will maximize active participation of the trainees and provide extensive opportunities for them to deal with procedures and the IMS module.  

b.
Collection of Student Data from Institutional Records

The highest priority goal for NPSAS:04 reflects its student aid focus.  Institutions and federal financial aid databases (e.g., the Department of Education’s Central Processing System or CPS) are the best sources for these data.  Historically, institutional records have been a major source for student financial aid, enrollment, and locating data for NPSAS.  

The vast majority of the federal aid applicants (about 95 percent) will match successfully to the CPS prior to CADE data collection, so institutions will be asked to provide the student’s last name and social security number for the small number of federal aid applicants who did not match to the CPS prior to CADE. These two pieces of information will be collected in CADE and then the new names and social security numbers can be submitted to CPS for file matching.  Any new data obtained for the additional students will be delivered on the ECB with the data obtained prior to CADE.  Under either scenario, the level of effort at the institution will be reduced; and, thereby, reduce the CADE cycle time. 

CADE via the Internet (web CADE).  Goals for NPSAS:04 CADE include reducing the data collection burden on NPSAS institutions (thereby reducing project costs, by reducing the need for field data collectors), expediting data delivery, improving data quality, and ultimately ensuring the long-term success of NPSAS.  NPSAS:2000 and the NPSAS:04 field test demonstrated the viability of a web-based approach to CADE data collection.  The success of the CADE instrument has resulted in significant data collection schedule efficiencies.  The median time between the shipment and receipt of CADE systems for self-CADE institutions in the field test was 36.4 days.  This time was reduced from 49 days in NPSAS:2000.  The NPSAS schedule further benefits from the fact that multiple offices within the institution can enter data into CADE simultaneously, as successfully demonstrated in NPSAS:2000.

Use of any Internet-based data collection effort necessarily raises the question of security, since the open Internet is not conducive to transmission of confidential data.  However, the latest technology systems were incorporated into the CADE application to ensure strict adherence to NCES confidentiality guidelines.  The web server includes a Secure-Socket Layer (SSL) Certificate, resulting in encrypted data transmission over the Internet.  The SSL technology is most commonly deployed and recognizable in electronic commerce applications, whereby users are alerted that they are entering a secure server environment, thereby protecting credit card numbers and other private information.  Additionally, technological advances are consistently monitored and changes made should they be necessary to ensure the NPSAS:04 data are completely secure.

Data Files CADE.  Previous CADE experience confirmed, among some coordinators, a preference for submitting files containing the institution data rather than performing data entry into CADE.  Allowing the institutions to submit CADE data in the form of a data file provides a more convenient mechanism by which institutions can provide data electronically (without performing data entry).  Detailed specifications will be provided to the institutions that request this method, and the institutions are thoroughly instructed regarding the content of the files and to clarify the exact specification requirements.  To mitigate the costs of file processing in various formats, we will request that institutions providing CADE data files use the .CSV format.
Field-CADE.  Field data collectors will conduct data abstractions at institutions not choosing self-administered CADE.  The data collectors will arrange their visit to the institution with the coordinator and, once there, abstract data from student records and key the data into CADE software using an RTI-provided laptop computer.  This will be identical to the web-CADE instrument but will run in local mode on the laptop, enabling the field data collector to enter the data without needing access to a data line at the institution.  

Field data collectors will utilize a CADE procedures’ checklist to help them conduct discussions with the coordinator and perform all necessary tasks.  The data collector will be provided with a printed list of the students sampled and electronic files containing CADE preloaded information for all such students.  When records abstraction is completed, the data collector will transmit completed CADE records to RTI using a secure transmittal mode.  

CADE Quality Control.  As part of quality control procedures, the importance of collecting information for items will be emphasized to CADE data abstractors.  Items will not only have edit-checks applied to them during the CADE abstraction, they will also be analyzed by CADE when abstraction for a student is complete for a given section of the instrument.  This CADE feature indicates which key items are missing or out of range, and provides both field data collectors and institutional staff with a succinct indication of the overall quality of their abstraction efforts.  

As data are collected at institutions, either by field data collectors or institution staff, they will ultimately reside on the Integrated Management System (IMS).  In the case of self-CADE institutions, the data will already be resident on the RTI web-server and will be copied directly into a special CADE subdirectory of the IMS.  RTI central staff will then be able to monitor data quality for participating schools more closely and on a regular basis.  When institutions call for technical or substantive support, project staff will be able to query the institution’s data and communicate much more effectively regarding any issues.

In the case of field-CADE institutions, the files will be transmitted electronically from their modem-equipped laptop computers to the same location.  From this subdirectory, automated quality control software, running nightly, will read the data files that arrived that day and produce quality control reports.  These reports summarize the completeness of the institution data, and compare to all other participating institutions, as well as to similar (i.e. same level and control) institutions.  

c.
Student Locating

Interviews with those students will be conducted concurrently with record abstractions from institutions attended by sample students.  In order to achieve the desired response rate, a tracing approach consisting of up to four steps is proposed to yield the maximum number of locates with the least expense. During the field test the effectiveness of these procedures for the full-scale survey effort.  The steps of our tracing plan include the following elements:

Advance (or pre-production) tracing prior to the start of data collection.  The advance tracing operation involves batch and interactive database searches.  Telephone numbers and addresses provide on student enrollment lists will be matched to the following databases:  Central Processing System student loan databases, National Change of Address, and Telematch.  

Lead letter mailings to sample members.  A personalized letter (signed by an NCES official), study brochure, and information sheet, will be mailed to all sample members approximately 1 week before web/CATI operations begin.  This letter will include a toll-free number and will request that sample members, if not completing the self-administered interview, call to schedule an appointment to complete the interview by telephone.  

CATI tracing.  Cases that are not completed via self-administration on the web will loaded into the CATI system for follow-up by telephone interviewers.  Interviewers will try all available numbers for the student and any other persons who may know how to reach the sample member.  New leads (e.g., telephone numbers, addresses, contact names) are entered in the central locator database for further follow-up.   

Intensive in-house tracing.  Cases which cannot be reached through CATI tracing will be forward to the Tracing Operations unit for more intensive tracing efforts.  Tracing procedures may include (1) checking Directory Assistance for telephone listings at various addresses; (2) using criss-cross directories to obtain the names and telephone numbers of neighbors and then calling the neighbors; (3) calling persons with the same unusual surname in small towns or rural areas to see if they are related to or know the sample member; and (4) contacting the current or last known residential sources such as the neighbors, landlords, and current residents of the last known address.  Other more intensive tracing activities could include (1) database checks for sample members, parents, and other contact persons, (2) credit database and insurance database searches, (3) drivers’ license searches through the appropriate state departments of motor vehicles, and (4) calls to alumni offices and associations.

d.
Student Data Collection:  Self Administered Web and CATI

Training Procedures.  Training programs for those involved in survey data collection are critical quality control elements.  Training for the help desk operators who answer questions for the self-administered web-based student survey and CATI telephone interviewers will be conducted by a team with extensive training experience.  Thorough selection criteria for help desk operators and telephone interviewers were established in the field test to ensure only the selection of highly capable persons to serve on the project, contributing to the quality of the NPSAS data.

A comprehensive training guide was prepared during the field test for use by trainers to standardize training and to ensure that all topics are covered thoroughly.  Among the topics to be covered at the telephone interviewer training will be:

· Explanation of the background purposes, and design of the survey;

· Confidentiality concerns and procedures, taking of an oath, and signing of an affidavit agreeing to uphold the procedures;

· Importance of locating/contacting sample members and procedures for use of the IMS/CATI locating and tracing module;

· Special practice with summary screens and on-line subroutines;  

· Review, discussion, and practice of techniques for explaining the study, answering questions asked by sample members, and explaining the respondent’s role, and obtaining cooperation;

· Extensive practice in applying tracing/locating procedures;

· Demonstration interviews by the trainers;

· Round-robin (interactive mock interviews for each section of each questionnaire, followed by review of the question-by-question specifications for each section;

· Completion of classroom exercises on key sections of the manual;

· Practice interviews with trainees using the web/CATI instrument to interview each other while being observed by trainers, followed by discussion of the practice results; and

· Explanation of quality control procedures, administrative procedures, and performance standards.

Telephone survey unit supervisors will be given project specific training in advance of interviewer training and will assist in monitoring interviewer performance during the training.  

Student Interviews (web/CATI).  Interviewing of sampled students will be conducted using a single web-based survey instrument for both self-administered and interviewer administered (CATI) data collection tested during the field test.   Integrated with modules of the IMS, the CATI system will provide the following key features for the conduct of data collection activities:

· On-line access to locating information and histories of locating efforts for each case;

· Automated scheduling module which delivers cases to interviewers;

· On-line record of calls with a complete history of contacting attempts;

· State-of-the-art questionnaire administration module with full “front-end cleaning” capabilities (i.e., editing as information is obtained from respondents);

· Capability for post-interview coding of open-ended responses; and

· Sample management module for tracking of case progress and status.  

The integration of these capabilities reduces the number of discrete stages required in data collection and data preparation activities and increases capabilities for immediate error reconciliation, ultimately resulting in better data quality and reductions in cost.  

Interviews will be scheduled using the automated scheduling component of the CATI-CMS system, which automates the assignment and delivery of cases to interviewers.  The CATI-CMS scheduler is highly flexible in its operation, and incorporates the following features:  

· Automatic delivery of appointment and call-back cases at specified times.  This reduces the need for tracking of appointments, and helps to ensure punctuality on the part of the interviewer.  The scheduler automatically calculates the delivery time of the case in reference to the appropriate time zone.

· Sorting of non-appointment cases according to parameters and priorities set by project staff.  For instance, priorities may be set to give first preference to cases within certain sub-samples or geographic areas; cases may be sorted to establish priorities between cases of differing status.  Furthermore, the historic pattern of calling outcomes may be used to set priorities (e.g., cases with more than a certain number of unfruitful attempts during a given time of day may be passed over until the next time period).  These parameters ensure that cases are delivered to interviewers in a consistent manner in accordance with articulated project priorities.  

· Restriction on allowable interviewers.  Groups of cases (or individual cases) may be designated for delivery to specific interviewers or groups of interviewers.  Although conceptually simple, this is an important feature not available on all CATI systems currently in use within the industry.  This feature is most commonly used in filtering refusal cases, locating problems, or foreign language cases to specific interviewers with specialized skills.  

· Complete records of calls and tracking of all previous outcomes.  The scheduler tracks all outcomes for each case, labeling each with type, date and time.  These are easily accessed by the interviewer upon entry into the individual case, along with unlimited verbatim notes and comments, thereby eliminating the need for a paper record of calls of any kind.  

· Flagging of problem cases for supervisor action or supervisor review.  For example, refusal cases may be routed to supervisors for decisions about whether the case should be sent to the field, whether and when a refusal letter should be mailed, or whether another interviewer should be assigned to make an attempt.  

· Complete reporting capabilities.  These include default reports on the aggregate status of cases and custom report generation capabilities.  

Overall, the scheduler provides a highly efficient case assignment and delivery function by reducing supervisory and clerical time, improving execution on the part of interviewers and supervisors by automatically monitoring appointments and call-backs, and reducing variation in the implementation of survey priorities and objectives.  

During questionnaire administration, the web/CATI instrument combined with the element of interaction between the interviewer and the respondent creates numerous opportunities to enhance data collection quality and scope.  Summarized below are some of the basic questionnaire administration features of the web/CATI instrument:

· Based on responses to previous questions, the respondent or interviewer is automatically routed to the next appropriate question, according to predesignated skip patterns, virtually eliminating errors resulting from interviewer failure to follow skip patterns.

· The system automatically inserts “text substitutions” or “text fills” where alternate wording is appropriate depending on the characteristics of the respondent or his/her responses to previous questions.  

· The system can incorporate data about the individual respondent from outside sources (e.g., previous interviews, sample frame files, etc.).  Such data are often used to drive skip patterns or define text substitutions.  Data collected from schools may be used to anchor additional data collection.  In some cases, the information is presented to the respondent for verification or reconciliation of inconsistencies.  

· Complicated consistency checks involving responses to numerous items can be built in and discrepancies probed with the respondent.  

The use of a web/CATI instrument also opens the door for refinement of the flow of the interview; numerous question-specific probes may be incorporated to explore unusual responses for reconciliation with the respondent, or to clarify inconsistencies across questions.  

The majority of CATI systems include most of the above features.  In addition to the standard CATI features, our web-based instrument will be able to perform functions that used to be performed by CASES including:

· Coding of multi-level variables.  The web-based instrument allows a multi-tier approach to coding.  Interviewers are able to first code a general item (such as major in Education) and then code a sub-level (such as emphasis in Elementary Education) without leaving the web-based instrument.

· Rostering.  When identical sets of questions will be repeated for an unidentified number of entities, such as children, jobs, schools, etc., the system allows you to cycle through these questions as often as is needed.  
· Cleaning function.  If desired, the web system allows the implementation of post-interview editing.

Our efforts to achieve the desired response rate will include the use of procedures proven effective for other CATI studies we have completed.  These include:

· Assigning experienced CATI data collectors who have proven their ability to contact and obtain cooperation from a high proportion of sample members.  

· Training the interviewers thoroughly on study objectives, study population characteristics, and approaches that will help gain cooperation from sample members.  

· Providing the interviewing staff with a comprehensive set of questions and answers that will provide encouraging responses to questions that sample members may ask.  

· Maintaining a high level of monitoring and direct supervision so that interviewers who are experiencing low cooperation rates are identified quickly and corrective action is taken.  

· Making every reasonable effort to obtain an interview at the initial contact, but allowing respondent flexibility in scheduling appointments to be interviewed.  

· Providing hesitant respondents with a toll-free number to use to telephone RTI and discuss the study with the project director or other senior project staff.  

· Thoroughly reviewing all refusal cases and making special conversion efforts whenever feasible.

Refusal Aversion and Conversion.  Recognizing and avoiding refusals is important in order to maximize response rates.  This and other topics related to obtaining cooperation will be emphasized during data collector training.  Supervisors will monitor interviewers intensely during the early days of data collection and provide retraining as necessary.  In addition, the supervisors will review daily interviewer production reports produced by the CATI system to identify and retrain any data collectors who are producing unacceptable numbers of refusals or other problems.

Whenever a refusal is encountered, the data collector enters comments into the CATI record.  These comments include all pertinent data regarding the refusal situation, including any unusual circumstances and any reasons given by the sample member for refusing.  Supervisors will review these comments to determine what action should be taken with each refusal.  No refusal or partial interview will be coded as final without supervisory review and approval.  In completing the review, the supervisor will consider all available information about the case and will initiate appropriate action.

If there is a clear indication that follow-up would be inappropriate (e.g., there are extenuating circumstances, such as illness or the sample member firmly requested that no further contact be made), the case will be coded as final and will not be recontacted.  If the case appears to be a “soft” refusal, follow-up will be assigned to an interviewer other than the one who received the initial refusal.  The case will be assigned to a member of a special refusal conversion team made up of interviewers who have proven themselves to be especially adept at dealing with refusals.

Refusal conversion efforts will be delayed for at least one week in order to give the respondent some time after the initial refusal.  Attempts at refusal conversion will not be made with individuals who become verbally abusive or who threaten to take legal or other action.  Refusal conversion efforts will not be conducted to a degree that would constitute harassment.  We will respect a sample member’s right to decide not to participate and will not impinge this right by carrying conversion efforts beyond the bounds of propriety.

Use of Incentives.  As described in the Section A.9, it is proposed to offer two types of incentives to respondents in order to maximize response rates.  All sample members will be offered $10 to complete the survey to encourage early response through self-administration online or to call in to complete a CATI interview during the first 3 weeks of data collection.  A $20 incentive payment will later be offered to nonresponding sample members.  It is believed that nonrespondents will be comprised of three groups:  individuals who have refused to participate in web/CATI interviewing, persons who have proven difficult to interview (i.e. persons who repeatedly break CATI appointments), and sample members who cannot be located or contacted by telephone.  Our approach to maximizing the response of these persons, and thereby limiting potential nonresponse bias, involves an incentive payment.

Test of Procedures and Methods

The purpose of this submission is to obtain clearance for NPSAS:04 full-scale data collection of student records from institutional records and directly from sample members using a web-based instrument.  The content of these data collection instruments has been based on those used in prior rounds of NPSAS in order to allow for trend analyses.  In addition, these instruments and their associated procedures were further tested in the NPSAS:04 field test.

During this field test, a rigourous statistical experiment was also conducted on the use of respondent incentives to 1) encourage early response via a self-administered web survey, and 2) discourage sample member nonresponse.  As noted earlier, the findings of this experiment will be incorporated into the procedures for the full-scale study.

Section C.  Overview of NPSAS:04 Student Data Collection Instrument

The analysis topics for the NPSAS:04 student data collection instrument were outlined in the research and policy issues presented in Section A.2 above. Revisions to the field test instrument, which is provided in appendix C, are discussed below.

The average time to complete the NPSAS:04 student instrument during the field test was approximately 33 minutes, or about 8 minutes longer that the study goal of 25 minutes.  Table 12 describes the changes proposed for implementation in the full-scale study and illustrates the potential time savings garnered by each change.  Every attempt has been made to estimate reliably the impact of these changes and our estimates are based on the best information available at this time.  

Based on the NPSAS:04 field test reliability reinterview, the policy relevance of each instrument item, and the input received from sample members, telephone interviewers, and the NPSAS:04 Technical Review Panel, project staff identified 30 forms (some containing multiple items) for elimination in the full-scale instrument.  These forms, the descriptive label for each, and the time change resultant from the elimination of each are presented in table 12.  These changes will reduce the average time to complete the full-scale instrument by approximately 3.5 minutes.

Just after the completion of data collection for the NPSAS:04 field test, the Department of Education doubled the Internet connection bandwidth for its Washington, DC-based servers.  Since the self-administered survey and CATI interview for NPSAS:04 are web-based and maintained on these servers, the potential impact to timing of this change is substantial.  Based on preliminary analyses completed for the third follow-up interview of the 1993 Baccalaureate and Beyond Longitudinal Study (B&B:93/2003)—whose data collection period overlapped with this bandwidth increase—it is estimated that this change will reduce overall time to complete the NPSAS:04 full-scale instruments by approximately 2 minutes.

To further decrease interview time and increase data collection efficiencies, project staff have reviewed the code for the NPSAS:04 full-scale web applications.  A number of potential improvements to procedures have been identified.  Timing tests are currently underway to determine the specific impact of these changes; but based on preliminary results, it is estimated that the NPSAS:04 full-scale instrument time-to-complete will be reduced by 1.5 minutes.

In addition to these actions, other changes have been identified that my have a positive impact on overall instrument time-to-complete.  These include:

· Revision of instrument online help text;

· Improvement of telephone interviewer/help desk personnel training on using the online help functions;

· Improvement of item wording to reduce screen loading time; and

· Combining instrument screens where possible to reduce the number of data transmissions for the instrument overall.

These changes are estimated to further reduce the time-to-complete by 1 minute.  Therefore, based on these modifications, a total expected reduction of 8 minutes for the student interview is expected in the full-scale study.  This will result in adherence to the study goal of an interview of approximately 25 minutes in duration.

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Undergraduate Access/Choice of Institution

The issues associated with undergraduate access/choice of institution involve how, when, and why students enroll in postsecondary education institutions.  Analyses of access and choice focus on timing of the decision to enroll, application rates, timing of enrollment, and enrollment by institution type.  The areas of interest with regard to these decisions include basic demographic characteristics, the influence of family and peers, high school preparation, participation in special programs in high school, and financial aid offers.

Persistence

The issues related persistence focus on if and why students continue enrollment in postsecondary education. Topics included in this area are the effect of delayed entry after high school, transfers, intensity (full or part time), and breaks in continuity (stopouts). The BPS studies allow similar investigations based on all students within the same postsecondary education cohort (who vary in terms of both age and experience) rather than on a high school cohort (which is homogeneous with regard to age).

Progress/curriculum
Progress/curriculum issues are related to postsecondary course-taking, credit production, field of study, grades, length of study, transfer between colleges, and timing of college leaving.  Topics related to major field of study are of special interest, particularly for education, math, and science majors.  Course-taking patterns and grades are of particular concern.  College transcripts, which are the primary source for this information, have not been not included as part of either BPS study, but they were included for B&B:93 and were used to produce several reports.

Attainment/Outcome Assessment

Attainment/outcome assessment involves rates of program completion, degree attainment, and receipt of licenses and certificates. Rates of attainment by type of degree (certificate, associate’s, bachelor’s) were investigated in BPS:90, but this was limited to a five year period. Of particular interest is the time to degree and whether and if so, why it takes longer to complete a bachelor’s degree now than in earlier decades.

Graduate/Professional School Access

The issue of Graduate/Professional School Access is similar to those involved in postsecondary access and choice—that is, when, why, and how decisions to enroll in graduate school are made.  They also involve issues related to timing of entry, application rates, enrollment status, and field of study.  The percentage of foreign born graduate/professional students, particularly in math and science, is also of interest. While the Recent College Graduates studies addressed some of these issues when they contacted students within the first year after graduation, delay in application and entry was not addressed.  These factors are particularly important, and vary by field of study. The Baccalaureate and Beyond studies address issues of delay as well as direct entry into graduate school.

Rates of Return

The relative payoff of postsecondary education to individuals and society is the issue of rates of return.  The increasing use of student loans to finance postsecondary education raises important issues about the educational debt burden of individuals, borrowing patterns, and the ratio of student loan debt to current and expected income. Rate of return to society may be addressed through analyses of special benefits to society as through employment in public service professions such as teaching, and voluntary participation in community service, which are issues also addressed in the NPSAS and B&B studies.

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Overview

This document provides a summary of the results obtained from the experiment conducted during the NPSAS:04 field test for assessing the following hypotheses regarding the efficacy of incentives.

Hypothesis I:
Incentives increase the response rate during the initial phase of data collection (Phase I) and promote a higher rate of web-based (self-administered) responses;

Hypothesis II:
Incentives increase the completion rate during the nonresponse follow-up phase of CATI data collection (Phase III); and
Hypothesis III:
A higher amount of incentive increases the response rate more than a lower amount during Phase I.
The first hypothesis addressed the need for increasing the number of early responses – a possible byproduct of which was expected to be an increase in the number of low cost, web-based (self-administered) interviews.  Testing the second hypothesis assessed the effectiveness of incentives as a tool for increasing the completion rate, overall, and in particular for hard-to-reach students, by converting a subset of the initial refusals.  The third hypothesis addresses the effectiveness of different levels of incentives for increasing the Phase I response rates.

The employed experimental design consisted of three early response incentive groups ER1 ($0), ER2 ($10), and ER3 ($20) within which two CATI nonresponse follow-up groups of NF1 ($0) and NF2 ($20) were nested.  In order to avoid potential issues resulting from offering different amounts of incentives to students within a given institution, each institution was randomly assigned to one of the six treatment groups as shown in table B.1 when the sample of students was selected.  The randomization process was controlled so that the number of sample members was about the same for all six treatment groups.  The field test was then implemented in the following three phases:

Phase I:
Those in groups ER2 and ER3 were offered an incentive to complete the survey by self-administration within three weeks of receiving the initial notification;

Phase II:
All nonrespondents from Phase I were prompted by telephone to complete the survey by self-administration or CATI, during which no individual was offered an incentive; and
Phase III:
All nonrespondents from Phase II were contacted by telephone to complete the survey by CATI or self-administration and those in group NF2 were offered a $20 incentive offer.

Operationally, at the commencement of the experiment sample students were sent an invitation letter asking them to complete the survey within three weeks.
  Those in the first treatment group (ER1) received no initial incentive offer as part of their invitation letter, while those in treatment groups ER2 and ER3 were offered the low ($10) and the high ($20) amounts of incentives, respectively, for completing the survey by the allotted time.  In Phase II, nonrespondents from the previous phase were contacted by telephone and asked to complete the survey without being offered an incentive.  At the onset of Phase III, all outstanding nonrespondents who were pre-assigned to the CATI nonresponse follow-up incentive group (NF2) were offered the high category of incentive ($20) to complete the survey, while those in the no-incentive group (NF1) were pursued as before, without receiving an incentive offer.

In the final stage of data collection, beyond Phase III, all remaining students were offered the high level of incentive ($20) to secure as many completed interviews as possible.  Such respondents, however, are not included in the analysis of the incentive experiment.

I.
Analysis of Phase I data

As summarized above, all 1,158 students were partitioned into the three early response treatment groups.  Those in the first treatment group were offered no incentive, while those in the second and third treatment groups were offered $10 or $20, respectively, to complete the survey within three weeks of receiving their invitation letters.  Table B.2 shows the distribution of the resulting respondents and nonrespondents for the first phase of the experiment.

Accordingly, 50 of the 383 students who were not offered incentives responded to the survey during the first phase (13.1 percent), while 180 (94+86) of 775 (387+388) students who were offered incentives (low or high) responded to the survey during this phase (23.2 percent).   The observed difference of 10.1 percent is statistically significant (t=4.43, p<.01).  The response rate of the low ($10) incentive group was not statistically significantly different from the response rate of the high ($20) incentive group.  

II.
Analysis of Phase II data

In accordance with OMB guidance, attempts were made to complete as many interviews as possible during this phase without offering any incentives.  For this purpose, all outstanding students from the first phase were contacted by telephone and asked to complete the survey, either on the phone or via the web at their convenience.  Table B.3 shows the distribution of the resulting respondents and nonrespondents for the second phase of the experiment.

While results from this phase were of no particular analytical interest, analyses similar to those conducted for the first phase were applied to data from this phase as well.  Accordingly, no significant differences in response rates were detected among those who were offered incentives (low or high) during the first phase and those who were not, 35.6 percent vs. 33.9 percent, respectively.  Thus, having been offered an incentive during the first phase had no significant effect on response rates during the second phase when no one was offered any incentives.

III.
Analysis of Phase III data

Upon expiration of the allotted time for the second phase, the remaining nonrespondents were contacted by telephone for nonresponse follow-up.  Those who were pre-assigned to the CATI nonresponse follow-up treatment group NF1 were offered no incentive, while those in the treatment group NF2 were offered $20 to complete the survey.  Table B.4 shows the distribution of the resulting respondents and nonrespondents for the third phase of the incentive experiment.

Accordingly, 35 of the 221 students who were not offered incentives responded to the survey during the third phase (15.8 percent), while 124 of the 382 students who were offered a $20 incentive responded to the survey during this phase (32.5 percent).   The observed difference of 16.7 percent is statistically significant (t=4.84, p<.01).  

A comparison was also made among all respondents for the three phases of the experiment to detect differences in proportions of respondents who completed the survey by web versus CATI.  As summarized in table B.5, over 35 percent of all responses were secured via web.  The offer of an incentive during the first phase of data collection, which promoted self-administered interviews, appears to be partly responsible for this favorable outcome.  A significantly higher proportion (41.9 percent) of students who were offered the early response incentives (low or high) completed the survey via the web as compared to those who were not offered an incentive (21.6 percent) (t=5.74, p<.01).

Cost benefit analysis

In order to determine the cost benefit of offering incentives, relevant information from the pool of administrative data that were recorded during the data collection period were extracted.  Cognizant of various cost components that make up the complete cost of an interview, a proxy measure of cost was developed for each sampled student.  As represented below, this cost measure reflects both productive and unproductive CATI telephone calls, as well as the amount of incentive paid to students.  The total CATI time in minutes spent on each individual was calculated by:
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 is the average length of CATI interviews (estimated to be 34 minutes).  Subsequently, with a measure of CATI time calculated for each sample student, the cost measure for each case was calculated by:

Cost = (CATI_Time x 0.5) + Incentive
Here, it has been assumed that on average the cost of CATI is $0.50 per minute and Incentive represents the actual amount of incentive that was paid to secure the interview.  The following two figures (Figure B.1 and B.2) show the average CATI time and cost for each of the sample groups based on their final status.

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As seen, interviews that required no CATI intervention (Pure Web) were the least time consuming and costly, followed by those that were completely CATI based (Pure CATI) or mixed mode (Web then CATI), while nonrespondents incurred the highest cost, on average.

Next, an average cost per completed interview was calculated for each of the early response incentive treatment groups.  For this purpose, the total cost for the given group – including respondents and nonrespondents – was divided by the number of completed interviews for the given group.  As shown in the figure B.3, the average cost per completed interview was the least ($68.11) among students who were offered the low amount of incentive ($10) for early response.  Next was the average cost of $85.58 for those who were not offered any incentives for early response, while those who were offered the high amount of incentive ($20) had the highest average cost per interview, $91.22.

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With respect to the nonresponse follow-up incentives, the average cost per completed interview for those who were offered a $20 incentive was higher than those who were not offered any nonresponse follow-up incentive.  Figure B.4 illustrates, on average, the cost per completed interview for the former group was $94.06, while that for the latter group was $65.96.

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VII.
Conclusions

As seen above, the results of this field test clearly support the first two hypotheses.  

· Offering incentives significantly boosts the response rate during the first phase of data collection, 

· Offering incentives increases the completion rate during the CATI nonresponse follow-up phase of data collection (Phase III).  

Moreover, the offer of early response incentives during the first phase, when web interviews were encouraged, is in part responsible for securing over 35 percent of interviews via web.  As stated earlier, a significantly higher proportion (41.9 percent) of students who were offered the early response incentives (low or high) completed the survey via web as compared to those who were not offered an incentive (21.6 percent).
With respect to the third hypothesis, results from the first phase seem to indicate that a higher amount of incentive may not further increase response rates as compared to a lower amount.  This, however, could be due to small sample sizes and potentially inadequate increment between the low and high amounts of incentive ($10).

Based on the cost benefit analysis, it appears that, on average, the cost per completed interview can be reduced when the low amount of incentive is offered for early response.  Results from this experiment seem to suggest that a higher amount of incentive might not be cost-effective, since such cases incur a higher average cost per completed interview.  It should be noted that a comprehensive cost benefit analysis needs to take into account nonmonetary gains that result from offering incentives as well.  For instance, it has been shown that response rates can increase significantly when incentives are offered for early response and refusal conversion, leading to a higher overall response rate.  The resulting gain in survey data quality, due to reduced nonresponse bias, can easily offset the added cost of incentives.

VIII.
What if Scenarios

The results of this field test can be used to estimate the overall response rates for different hypothetical scenarios.  For instance, by using the response rates for the incentivized and non-incentivized groups at each phase, it is possible to estimate what the overall response rates would be with and without incentives for all individuals.  The following three tables summarize the expected number of completed interviews under the three scenarios of offering no incentives during any of the three phases, versus offering the low and high amounts of incentive to all students during phases I and III.

Note that under all scenarios, during the second phase no individual is offered any incentives, for which an average response rate of 35 percent will be assumed for extrapolation purposes.  Also, since no significant differences were detected between response rates for the low and high amounts of incentives during Phase I, an average response rate of 23.2 percent will be assumed for the first phase for the corresponding scenarios in table B.6 and B.7.

Accordingly, offering the low and high amounts of incentive during phases I and III could result in overall response rates of about 63 and 66 percent (table B.8), respectively, while offering no incentives during any of the three phases could result in an overall response rate of about 52 percent.
