SUBJECT: OMB Package for the Even Start Classroom Literacy Interventions and Outcomes (CLIO) Study (OMB #1850-0784-v.3)

Attached please find materials for OMB review and approval.  A previous package (OMB #1850-0784-v.2) included the measures for the Fall 2003 baseline data collection.  These measures expire 9/30/2004.  

Under the terms of clearance for the previous package, we are submitting this package to cover Spring 2004-Spring 2006 data collection at this time.  OMB waived the 60-day notice for this submission, thus ED is publishing the 30-day notice at the same time the package is submitted for review under the PRA.

This package requests clearance of:

1.) The previously approved measures through Spring 2006.

2.) The newly developed measures the Department would like to add to the study in Spring 2004 (to be used through Spring 2006).

The supporting statement and copies of measures are included. These measures will be used to continue the data collection for the ongoing Even Start interventions study undertaken by IES/NCEE in response to the legislative requirement for Even Start evaluation and research. 

This package represents all CLIO data collection activities to take place during the years when the different cohorts of participating Even Start children will be in preschool.  IES has plans to conduct a follow up study of the last two cohorts of children into school, depending on the findings from the preschool data collection and on the level of future Even Start appropriations.  Should IES decide to go forward with this follow up data collection, we will submit another clearance package to OMB in fall of 2005.
