ED’s RESPONSE TO PUBLIC COMMENT:

The Department of Education fully understands that participation in Title IV student financial aid programs entails compliance with certain requirements and thus generates institutional burden.  However the burden is not without reward.  

The collection of data through the Integrated Postsecondary Education Data System Minimum Data Set (IPEDS MDS) from non-Title IV institutions is a completely voluntary data collection from a sample of institutions.  Those institutions contacted may freely refuse to participate in this data collection.  Should an institution opt to participate, we estimate that respondent burden for completion of all data items to be approximately 15 minutes.
