The Safe and Drug-Free Schools and Communities Act authorizes funds for drug and violence prevention programs for students at all educational levels. This grant competition is authorized under Title IV, Part A, Subpart 2, Section 4130 of the Elementary and Secondary Education Act (ESEA) of 1965 (Public Law 103-382), as amended by the No Child Left Behind Act of 2001.  This form requests programmatic and budgetary information needed to evaluate applications based on selection criteria and requirements drawn from the authorizing legislation.  A Notice of Proposed Priorities will be published simultaneously with this collection for public comment.

The application allows the respondents to apply for Federal assistance. The application describes the need for the program, the type of programs proposed, the range of services to be provided, and any accomplishments and achievements expected from the program.

The information to be supplied by each applicant has not been provided in any other data collection, and is unique to this program and to each applicant. The application is a single document intended to serve a specific purpose and is in keeping with statutory requirements.

Based on estimates available from the Bureau of Labor Statistics of the U.S. Department of Labor, the mean hourly wage for a typical applicant under this program (e.g., an educator or community/social service worker) is approximately $18.00. The public reporting burden for this collection of information is estimated to average 20 hours per response, including the time needed for reviewing instructions, searching existing data sources, gathering and maintaining the data needed, and completing and reviewing the collection of information.  

1,750 respondents X 20 hours/response = 35,000 total hours


The estimated average cost per respondent is $18.00 per hour times 20 hours = $360.00.  


The total estimated annual cost to all respondents is:  1,750 x $360 = $630,000

A one-time only response is required for this information collection. Therefore, there are no capital costs or other start-up costs anticipated for respondents.

The following estimates are costs to the Federal government for reproducing, mailing application packages, and the receipt, screening, review and selection, and negotiation and award: 


The annual cost to the Federal government for reproduction and mailing is estimated as follows:



Reproduction: 3000 applications x .29 
= $870.00 



Mailing: 3000 applications x 1.01 
= $3,030.00



Total Reproduction and Mailing

= $3,900.00


The annual cost for the receipt, screening, review and selection, and negotiation and award of applications is estimated at $614,500.00 based on the following:



Application receipt and screening @ $20.00 per hour x 6 hours per application x 1750 applications = $210,000.00



Peer review and analysis @ $800 per reviewer x 440 reviewers = $352,000.00



Slate preparation, negotiation and award of grants @ $25 per hour x 6 hours per grant x 250 grants = $37,500.00



Notification of unsuccessful applicants @ $10.00 per hour x 1 hour per applicant x 1500 unsuccessful applicants = $15,000.00


Total annualized cost to the government = $618,400.00
