Notes on FLAS and NRC

� The FLAS Coordinator has interim and final reports for each reporting period.





INTERIM REPORTS


The Department of Education requires an interim report to determine substantial progress and to make continuation grant awards during the grant period. The interim report includes the narrative "Selection Criteria" and records for the fellows listed for the grant period. The interim report submission date is contingent upon the type of fellowship award-- reports are due September 1st for academic year fellowship recipients and by June 1st for summer fellowship recipients. The budget is optional for this report. 





Note: Changing the fellow status from interim to final and notifying fellows can only be done in FINAL reports. 





FINAL REPORTS 


A final report is for reporting on actual grant activities. This includes: (1) finalizing the list of fellows by (a) moving fellows from interim to final status and (b) indicating additional fellowship recipients on the final list who were selected subsequent to the submission of the interim list; and (2) notifying the fellows of their reporting requirements. 








FLAS coordinators may not view the fellows' final reports, but can monitor the submission status of these reports to IEPS under the "Maintain Fellows" list. The final report should be submitted at the end of each grant period: For an academic year, this is June 1st and for a summer, this is September 1st.





FLAS Coordinator's Report Submission: After a FLAS coordinator's final report has been submitted, the FLAS fellows in that grant's final report can no longer create or edit their reports. Coordinators should wait until all fellow reports are submitted before submitting their own reports unless permitted by your program officer. 





Narrative in final report: In a final report, the narrative section unavailable.

The course reports are for reporting on language and international/area studies courses taught.  Both reports are for reporting on full and course data in one report.
