SLC Strategies and Structures: Instructions and Definitions

In Table 2, the school should report the number of students participating in one or more of the school’s SLC strategies or structures. 

To complete the table, follow these steps:

1. Step one: add together all the students involved in all Small Learning Communities at that grade level. Enter that number in the “Total” line at the top of the table, for each grade level.  This should be the same set of numbers entered in line 2, Table 1.b. in Section 1.

2. Step two: enter next to each strategy or structure the number of students who are involved in an SLC with this characteristic.  Students may (and ideally should) be reported in more than one strategy and/or structure. 
Definition of Terms

Strategies

Adult Mentors.  This model of personalization ensures that at least one adult knows each student well.  Teachers, counselors or other school staff may be mentors. Community volunteers can also fulfill this "caring adult" role.  (Mentors often receive training on effective mentoring methods.)  Ideally mentors remain with the same student over several years.

Advisory Period/Teacher Advisories. Teachers and other school staff advise and mentor a small group of students (25 or fewer) during a regularly scheduled period of the day.  Advisories may meet once a day to once a week. 

Alternative Scheduling/Block Scheduling.  The length of the class period, the school day and the school year is changed to accommodate learning needs.  One alternative scheduling technique, “block scheduling”, provides extended class periods that provide teachers with the time necessary for in-depth lessons and experiential learning.  Teams can adjust instructional time as needed, group students for specialized instruction within the team, and diversify learning activities to increase routes to mastery.
Common Planning Periods.  Common planning time may take a variety of forms, including shared teacher preparation periods during the school day, a single late start or early release day each week, or a block of time during which students leave school to do community-based service/study.  Teams devote this time to curriculum and instruction planning and problem-solving as well as to discussion of student progress.

Counselor Assigned to SLC.  School counselors are assigned to particular SLCs in order to work closely with SLC teams in responding to students’ needs. In this way, counselors are more likely to intervene with students in an informed and consistent manner. 

Interdisciplinary Curriculum.  Teachers develop assignments, projects, courses and programs that integrate the content of traditional academic disciplines.

Interdisciplinary Teacher Teams.  Interdisciplinary teaming organizes groups of teachers across departments so that teachers share the same students rather than the same subject. Teaming links teachers that teach different subjects in a team that shares responsibility for the curriculum, instruction, evaluation, and sometimes scheduling and discipline for a group of students.  Teams may be organized across grade levels. 

Structures
Career Theme. Career Academies, Career Clusters and Career Pathways fall into this category.  Career Academies organize teachers and academic curricula around one or more careers or occupations.  They may integrate academic and occupation-related curricula.  Career Clusters and Career Pathways encompass a set of courses that help students gain professional and technical skill in a particular occupational area.

Freshman/Transition Academy.  A freshman/transition academy offers curricula and support designed to help ease the difficulties students often encounter as they make the transition from middle school to high school.  

House.  Houses generally are organizational arrangements that assign students and teachers to sub-schools.  Students take some or all courses with their house members and from their house teachers.  Each house typically has its own student activity program, student government, disciplinary policies and social activities. Houses may be year-long (within a grade) or multi-year (combined grades).

Magnet Program.  Magnet programs use a specialty core focus (such as math, science, creative arts) to attract students from the entire school or school district of different racial backgrounds.  Students in a magnet program stay together for their core courses and may take other courses with non-magnet students.    
Separate Building Space.  The SLC has building space sufficient to create a home base for collaboration. SLC teachers’ classrooms occupy physical proximate areas, and/or space is provided where teachers and students can interact before and after class.  Separate space facilitates teacher collaboration, promotes interaction among teachers and students, and helps to establish a separate identity and sense of community among members.  

AP/IB Credit.  For each grade level, enter the number of students who enrolled in at least one course that offers Advanced Placement or International Baccalaureate credit. 

Portion of credits earned in an SLC.  For each grade level, enter the number of students who earn less than half, or half or more of all their credits within their small learning community.  For example, in some SLC designs, students take only a Language Arts/Social Studies block within their SLC and Science, Math, and other required courses and electives in the school at large. In this case, one would enter the number of students at each grade level in the row labeled less than ½ their credits in an SLC. 
3. Student Outcomes: 

Outcomes:  Like Section 1, this section gathers information about students in the school overall, but in this case the information is about outcomes which, research has shown, are correlated with effective small learning communities.
Not all tables in this section apply to all schools, so please read the instructions on each table carefully before completing this section.  Schools should fill out only those tables that apply to them.

Table 3.a – Reading/Language Arts and Mathematics Assessments

This set of tables collects data on student outcomes on statewide assessment tests. This section pertains to all students in the school, not just those in SLCs.  It addresses two subject areas – reading/language arts and mathematics – and requests information by grade level. In order to capture data on these variables – the two subject areas and the four grade levels – there are 8 tables in this section. You should complete tables only for those grade levels on which your school reports to the state.  For example, if your school tests at only the 11th grade, you would only fill out two tables – the one for 11th grade language arts and the one for 11th grade mathematics.  If your school tests at the 9th, 10th and 11th grade levels, you would need to complete 6 tables – for each subject area for each of the three grade levels.  
To complete the tables in Section 3.a, use the results of statewide assessments.  Statewide assessments may report anywhere from three to five levels of student achievement, but schools are required to report only two levels for the APR:   “proficient” and “advanced.”

For all tables in 3.a:

Columns B and C 
– Enter whole numbers of students enrolled in the given grade level. 

Column D 
– Calculate the percentage by dividing the number in column C by the number in 
column B, and then multiplying by 100 to get the percent.

Column E
– Enter whole numbers in E.1.  Regardless of the labels your state uses to describe student achievement, this column should represent all students scoring above “basic” level.


For each line, calculate percentages by dividing the numbers in Column E.1 by 
the numbers in Column C, and then multiplying by 100 to get the percent.

 Column F
– Enter percentage goals in F.2.  This column should reflect the performance goals presented in your district’s SLC grant application or your district’s AYP goals.  For each line, calculate numbers of students by multiplying the percentages in Column F.2 by the numbers in Column C.

SLC Strategies and Structures: Instructions and Definitions

In Table 2, the district should report the number of students participating in one or more of the district’s SLC strategies or structures. 

To complete the table, follow these steps:

1. Step one: add together all the students involved in all Small Learning Communities at that grade level. Enter that number in the “Total” line at the top of the table, for each grade level.  This should be the same set of numbers entered in line 2, Table 1.b. in Section 1.

2. Step two: enter next to each strategy or structure the number of students who are involved in an SLC with this characteristic.  Students may (and ideally should) be reported in more than one strategy and/or structure. 
Definition of Terms

Strategies

Adult Mentors.  This model of personalization ensures that at least one adult knows each student well.  Teachers, counselors or other school staff may be mentors. Community volunteers can also fulfill this "caring adult" role.  (Mentors often receive training on effective mentoring methods.)  Ideally mentors remain with the same student over several years.

Advisory Period/Teacher Advisories. Teachers and other school staff advise and mentor a small group of students (25 or fewer) during a regularly scheduled period of the day.  Advisories may meet once a day to once a week. 

Alternative Scheduling/Block Scheduling.  The length of the class period, the school day and the school year is changed to accommodate learning needs.  One alternative scheduling technique, “block scheduling”, provides extended class periods that provide teachers with the time necessary for in-depth lessons and experiential learning.  Teams can adjust instructional time as needed, group students for specialized instruction within the team, and diversify learning activities to increase routes to mastery.
Common Planning Periods.  Common planning time may take a variety of forms, including shared teacher preparation periods during the school day, a single late start or early release day each week, or a block of time during which students leave school to do community-based service/study.  Teams devote this time to curriculum and instruction planning and problem-solving as well as to discussion of student progress.

Counselor Assigned to SLC.  School counselors are assigned to particular SLCs in order to work closely with SLC teams in responding to students’ needs. In this way, counselors are more likely to intervene with students in an informed and consistent manner. 

Interdisciplinary Curriculum.  Teachers develop assignments, projects, courses and programs that integrate the content of traditional academic disciplines.

Interdisciplinary Teacher Teams.  Interdisciplinary teaming organizes groups of teachers across departments so that teachers share the same students rather than the same subject. Teaming links teachers that teach different subjects in a team that shares responsibility for the curriculum, instruction, evaluation, and sometimes scheduling and discipline for a group of students.  Teams may be organized across grade levels. 

Structures
Career Theme. Career Academies, Career Clusters and Career Pathways fall into this category.  Career Academies organize teachers and academic curricula around one or more careers or occupations.  They may integrate academic and occupation-related curricula.  Career Clusters and Career Pathways encompass a set of courses that help students gain professional and technical skill in a particular occupational area.

Freshman/Transition Academy.  A freshman/transition academy offers curricula and support designed to help ease the difficulties students often encounter as they make the transition from middle school to high school.  

House.  Houses generally are organizational arrangements that assign students and teachers to sub-schools.  Students take some or all courses with their house members and from their house teachers.  Each house typically has its own student activity program, student government, disciplinary policies and social activities. Houses may be year-long (within a grade) or multi-year (combined grades).

Magnet Program.  Magnet programs use a specialty core focus (such as math, science, creative arts) to attract students from the entire school or school district of different racial backgrounds.  Students in a magnet program stay together for their core courses and may take other courses with non-magnet students.    
Separate Building Space.  The SLC has building space sufficient to create a home base for collaboration. SLC teachers’ classrooms occupy physical proximate areas, and/or space is provided where teachers and students can interact before and after class.  Separate space facilitates teacher collaboration, promotes interaction among teachers and students, and helps to establish a separate identity and sense of community among members.  

AP/IB Credit.  For each grade level, enter the number of students who enrolled in at least one course that offers Advanced Placement or International Baccalaureate credit. 

Portion of credits earned in an SLC.  For each grade level, enter the number of students who earn less than half, or half or more of all their credits within their small learning community.  For example, in some SLC designs, students take only a Language Arts/Social Studies block within their SLC and Science, Math, and other required courses and electives in the school at large. In this case, one would enter the number of students at each grade level in the row labeled less than ½ their credits in an SLC. 
4. Student Outcomes: 

Outcomes:  Like Section 1, this section gathers information about students in the district overall, but in this case the information is about outcomes which, research has shown, are correlated with effective small learning communities.
Not all tables in this section apply to all districts, so please read the instructions on each table carefully before completing this section.  Districts should fill out only those tables that apply to them.

Table 3.a – Reading/Language Arts and Mathematics Assessments

This set of tables collects data on student outcomes on statewide assessment tests. This section pertains to all students in the district’s SLC schools, not just to those in SLCs.  It addresses two subject areas – reading/language arts and mathematics – and requests information by grade level. In order to capture data on these variables – the two subject areas and the four grade levels – there are 8 tables in this section. You should complete tables only for those grade levels on which your district reports to the state.  For example, if your district tests at only the 11th grade, you would only fill out two tables – the one for 11th grade language arts and the one for 11th grade mathematics.
