The objective is to obtain a 3-year approval of the form (extend the expiration date for 3 years) and to notify the public of the minimal changes that will be made to forms for the upcoming cycle.  The current forms (OMB No: 1845-0002) will expire 12/31/2004.  The paper version will only be used if requested by the customer.   The forms must be accessible to the public by December 10, 2004 so that (1) new institutions can enroll in SAIG and be able to transmit and receive information from the Title IV application systems beginning January 1, 2005; and (2) existing institutions can change their Destination Point Administrators and/or their demographic information, and (3) add or delete services.
