As you will see from the clearance package, we incorporated suggestions from the community regarding further improvements to the FAFSA form.  As a result of these suggestions, we decided to defer adding new questions to collect information about the student’s spouse in preparation for a data match with IRS.  The addition of these questions would have required reducing the number of college choices for the student from six to four.  We are not proposing  to make this change, nor to add or delete any data elements on the 2005-2006 FAFSA. This draft includes only some minor changes to wording and format as suggested by commenters and the FAFSA design team.
