Introduction

Teacher Shortage Areas Nationwide List

Update Version: April 30, 2004

This document has been primarily prepared to assist the State Education Agencies (SEAs) in counseling the Douglas Scholars on their rights and responsibilities as they relate to the repayment of the Paul Douglas Teacher Scholarships. [34.CFR,Part 653;653.62(a)]

The requirement to teach two school years of scholarship assistance is reduced by one half if the scholar teaches full-time in a federally designated Teacher Shortage Area (TSA). 

The final regulations governing the designation of TSA for reduction of a Douglas Scholarship’s teaching obligation are in 34 CFR 653.61(b) of the Douglas Program regulations as well as 34 CFR 682.210 and 682.410 of the Federal Family Education Loan program regulations.

The Federal designation of Teacher Shortage Areas under 34 CFR 682.210(q) enables borrowers to qualify for deferment of loan repayment under the Federal Stafford program anytime within the life of the borrower's loan(s). It also enables scholars to qualify for the reduction of teaching obligation under the Paul Douglas Teacher Scholarship Program addressed in 34 CFR 653.50(a)(2)(ii).

General Information

The 2002-2004 Teacher Shortage Areas applies to the school years 2000-2001 and 2003-2004.

Numbers in parenthesis refer to grade levels unless age level is specified. For example "(4-12)" means grade 4 to 12.

DEFINITIONS

Geographic Shortage Areas-The geographic boundaries of school district are acceptable, however, designation by school district does not limit eligibility for the deferment or reduction of the teaching obligation to teachers in public schools only.

"No TSA proposal submitted."- The State chose not to submit a TSA proposal for consideration. 

"No TSAs approved."- A TSA proposal was submitted, but adequate information was not provided. 

"State declared no TSAs exist."- The State sent a letter indicating that no shortages exit for the school year indicated.
