	The purposes of the APR are (1) to collect data from 21st CCLC grantees on progress made during the preceding year in meeting their project objectives; (2) to collect data on what elements characterized center operation during the reporting period, including the student and adult populations served; and (3) to collect data that address the GPRA performance indicators for the 21st CCLC program.



	What are the GPRA indicators?
	
	The Government Performance and Results Act of 1993 (GPRA) is a statute that requires all federal agencies to manage their activities with attention to the consequences of those activities. Each agency is to clearly state what it intends to accomplish, identify the resources required, and periodically report their progress to the Congress. 

Outlined below are the measures which have been defined to evaluate performance on the GPRA indicators associated with the 21st CCLC program. Data collection processes which are part of the APR need to result in the collection of data which will address these measures. This necessity has largely shaped the domain of core data collection approaches that can be supported through the APR process.

1. Percentage of regular program participants whose math/English grades improved from fall to spring.

2. Percentage of regular program participants who meet or exceed the proficient level of performance on State Assessments in reading/language arts and mathematics.

3. Percentage of regular program participants with teacher-reported improvement in homework completion and class participation.

4. Percentage of students with teacher-reported improvements in student behavior.

5. Percentage of 21st Century Community Learning Centers reporting emphasis in at least one core academic area.

6. Percentage of 21st Century Community Learning Centers offering enrichment and support activities in technology.

7. Percentage of 21st Century Community Learning Centers offering enrichment and support activities in other areas.

	In order to reduce redundant data collection, certain portions of the APR will be pre-populated with data collected from the Grantee Profile module of PPICS. Typical can be defined as the usual or characteristic attributes associated with center operation
and programrming. By definition, a 215t CCLC center should be characterized by defined hours of
operation that should be relatively consistent across the school year and summer (e.., 3:00 p.m
t0 6:00 p.m. Monday through Thursday). Special, non-recurring, or episodic events, field trips, or
programrming would not be considered to be typical attributes associated with center operation and
should not be considered when reporting information associated with the typical hours and days of
operation of the center nor when reporting the typical activities provided by the center.

In some instances, centers may be characterized by recurring periods of operation or programrming
that take place on an ongoing basis but less frequently than weekly.

The second table that appears on the Activities page specifically relates to the academic subject area (reading, mathematics, science, etc.) that is addressed in a given activity. It may be possible that a given activity may not have an academic subject area associated with it, and therefore will not be classifiable in relation to the academic subject areas referenced in the second table on the Activities page. 

For example, a center may offer a rocketry club where participants learn to build and launch rockets while also studying astronomy. In this case, this activity would be classifiable as an Academic Enrichment Learning Program in the first table and as a Science Educational Activity in the second table. 

In similar fashion, when completing the Activities page, respondents should report the typical number of hours per week youth participated in a given activity across each of the categories that the activity can be classified within by the respondent. They enhance a student's education by bringing new concepts to light or by using old concepts in new ways. These activities are fun for the student, but they also impart knowledge. They allow the participants to apply knowledge and skills stressed in school to real-life experiences. 

	Academic Improvement/ Remediation Programs:
	These activities specifically target students whose academic performance has been deemed to be in need of improvement given that the student in not performing at grade level, is failing, or is otherwise performing below average. Academic improvement programs are designed to address deficiencies in student academic performance. Activities in this category may involve tutoring, academic enrichment, or other forms of service delivery that specifically involve students identified in need of academic improvement. 

	Activities for limited English proficient students: 
	These activities specifically target students with limited English proficiency and are designed to further enhance students' ability to utilize the English language. 

	Activities that target truant, expelled or suspended students: 
	These activities specifically target truant, expelled or suspended students and are designed to reengage these students in educational services and/or address academic attainment/behavioral issues through counseling and support that have estranged these students from traditional educational settings.

	Career/job training: 
	These activities may target either youth and/or adults participating in the 21st CCLC program and are designed to support the development of a defined skill set that is directly transferable to a specific vocation, industry, or career. For youth participating in center programming, activities that are designed to expose youth to various types of careers and which help inform youth of the skills needed to obtain a given career could also be considered in this activity category. 

	Community Service/Service Learning Programs: 
	These activities are characterized by defined service tasks performed by students that address a given community need and that provide for structured opportunities that link tasks to the acquisition of values, skills, or knowledge by participating youth. 

	Drug and violence prevention, counseling, and character education programs:
	These activities are designed to prevent youth in engaging in high risk behaviors including the use of drugs and alcohol, amelioration of the causal factors that may have lead youth participate in such activities through counseling and support, and/or the cultivation of core, ethical values such as caring, honesty, fairness, responsibility, and respect for self and others that are likely to contribute to prevention efforts. 

	Expanded Library Hours: 
	21st CCLC funds are used to specifically to expand, beyond normal operating hours, the number of hours a library is open. 

	Mentoring: 
	Mentoring activities primarily are characterized by matching students one-on-one with one or more adult role models, oftentimes from business or the community, for guidance and support. 

	Programs that promote parental involvement and family literacy: 
	These activities specifically target adult family members of youth participating in the 21st CCLC program and are designed to more actively engage parents in supporting the educational attainment of their children and/or enhance the literacy skills of adult family members. 

	Recreational Activities: 
	These activities are not academic in nature but rather allow students time to relax or play. Sports, games, and clubs fall into this category. Occasional academic aspects of recreation activities can be pointed out, but the primary lessons learned in recreational activities are in the areas of social skills, teamwork, leadership, competition, and discipline. 


2.3 Characteristics of 21st CCLC Center – Activities (continued)

	Supplemental Educational Services: 
	Supplemental educational services provide additional academic instruction designed to increase the academic achievement of students in schools that have not met State targets for increasing student achievement (adequate yearly progress) for three or more years. These services may include tutoring and after-school services. They may be offered through public- or private-sector providers that are approved by the state, such as public schools, public charter schools, local education agencies, educational service agencies and faith-based organizations. Students from low-income families who remain in Title I schools that fail to meet state standards for at least three years are eligible to receive supplemental educational services. 

	Tutoring: 
	These activities provide direct assistance with classroom work. Tutors or teachers help students complete their homework, prepare for tests, and work specifically on concepts covered during the school day.

B. OPTION 2 - State Assessment – Current Year

In this regard, if the state chooses to make this section mandatory for all grantees, they will be required to report state assessment results obtained during the reporting period for their regular attendees utilizing the performance categories associated with their state’s assessment system. LPA will then convert results reported in light of the performance levels utilized by the state in question to the federally defined performance categories of Basic, Proficient, and Advanced.

C. OPTIONS 3 and 4 - State Assessment Proficiency Results – Cross Year

In order to support more meaningful reporting on program impact on student achievement and to prepare for alignment with NCLB as state proficiency tests begin to be administered each year from 3rd grade on, states will be given the option to require grantees to report on changes (improved, stayed the same, decreased) in a regular attendee’s state achievement proficiency level by comparing results from the state assessment taken during the reporting period with results from the state assessment taken by the regular attendee in the year prior to the reporting period. Given that grantees will need to have access to two consecutive years of state assessment results for a given regular attendee in order to report a change in student performance, it is very unlikely that very many states will be in a position to require their grantees to use this module for the 2003-04 reporting period. 

In order to ensure grantees are making decisions about whether or not a given attendee exhibited a change in performance based on the performance levels associated with their state’s assessment system, LPA will prepopulate into the instructions the categories utilized by that state’s assessment system.  

States will be provided with two options in collecting data in this section if they choose to make this form of data collection mandatory for their grantees. Option #3 will result in the collection of three pieces of data for both math and reading/language arts results: 

· The number of regular attendees who witnessed an increase in performance level 

· The number of regular attendees who witnessed no change in performance level 

· The number of regular attendees who witnessed a decrease in performance level 

In order to collect more contextually rich data regarding the degree to which a given sub-group of regular attendees witnessed a change in state assessment proficiency, states also have the option of adopting Option #4  that provides for data collection that tracks changes in assessment results that are organized around regular attendee sub-groups with group membership determined by the math and reading/language arts performance levels obtained by attendees during the school year prior to the APR reporting period. In this regard, changes in state assessment performance (improved, no change, decreased) would be reported for each sub-group of regular attendees that scored in a given proficiency category in the previous year. A state can choose Option #3 or Option #4, but not both.

Again, given that the number of performance levels employed by SEAs in their statewide assessment systems varies by state, grantees in states which have opted to implement this approach will be required to report state assessment results obtained during the reporting period for their regular attendees utilizing the performance categories associated with their state’s assessment system. LPA will then convert results reported in light of the performance levels utilized by the state in question to the federally defined performance categories of basic, proficient, and advanced.
