	Annual Performance Report

(APR)

· Collect data from grantees on progress made during the preceding year in meeting their proposed objectives.

· Collect data that address the GPRA performance indicators
 associated with the program.

· Confirm/update actual program progress, report changes in program on an annual basis.

· Some information collected will be confirmation of prepopulated data (from other modules) or selected from check boxes and/or drop-down menus. 

· Completed in Fall 2004
	All Grantees:

Grant-Level Information
· Program objectives; community partner and subcontractors’ activity, contribution, and status during reporting period; 21st CCLCs active during reporting period

Center-Level Information
· Characteristics of center (hours, weeks, number of days open per week, staffing, activities by category and subject area, and intensity of service provision and participation)

· Characteristics of feeder schools to center

· Center participation—including total numbers served and numbers of regular attendees (30 days or more)

· Aggregated student characteristics (racial, ethnic, gender makeup; special services or program and grade levels served)

Each Grantee must report on one of the following, (a State SEA can require more):

Student Achievement

· Scaled survey (ranging from significant improvement to some improvement to slight improvement to no improvement, or not applicable) to be administered to teachers of regular attendees on behaviors such as improvement of homework completion and quality, class participation, other volunteering opportunities, class attendance, attentiveness, behavior, academic performance, readiness to learn, and ability to get along with other students

� The Government Performance and Results (GPRA) Act of 1993 requires all federal agencies to manage their activities with attention to the consequences of those activities. Each agency is required to clearly state what it intends to accomplish and report its progress to Congress periodically. The measures that have been defined to evaluate GPRA performance on the 21st CCLC program drive the domain of the core of the APR items to be collected. The GPRA reporting requirements for the 21st CCLC program are: (1) percentage of regular program participants whose math/English scores improved from fall to spring; (2) percentage of regular program participants who meet or exceed the proficient level of performance on a state assessment in reading/language arts and mathematics; (3) percentage of regular program participants with teacher-reported improvement in homework completion and class participation; (4) percentage of students with teacher-reported improvements in student behavior; (5) percentage of centers reporting emphasis in at least one core academic area; (6) percentage of centers offering enrichment and support activities in technology; and (7) percentage of centers offering enrichment and support activities in other areas. 


� If a state has more than three levels of proficiency, P²ICS will convert your state’s proficiency levels into the federally required three categories. It is also understood that not every state requires proficiency states to be administered every year. Grantees will report only on the regular attendees who took a proficiency test in the academic year. Eventually, under the No Child Left Behind Act, proficiency tests will be required annually in these subjects on Grades 3–12.
