Program Annual Performance Report Form (OMB No. 1840-0525)

The Office of Higher Education Programs requests that you submit for Departmental and OMB clearance, the annual performance report form for the Student Support Services (SSS) Program.  The annual performance report form will be used to collect data for the 2003-2004 project year.  The SSS Program annual performance report form expired on January 31, 2004.  It was not submitted for approval at that time because it would not be needed until the fall of 2004.   We are seeking reinstatement of that form, without change.

To permit the collection of the SSS Program annual performance report data for the 2003-2004 project year, a reinstatement of the expired form is required.  Consistent with the Education Department General Administrative Regulations (EDGAR), which allows grantees 90 days after the end of the 12-month budget (grant) period to submit the annual performance report, the SSS Program annual performance report for the 2003-2004 project year will be due November 30, 2004.  The data collection form, however, expired on January 31, 2004.  In order to use this form to collect the 2003-2004 performance data, we are requesting a reinstatement of this form.
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In accordance with the Paperwork Reduction Act, the SSS Program annual performance report form was revised and submitted for approval in 2002.  At that time, we requested a three-year approval.  OMB, however, gave us only a one-year approval, to allow us time to modify the Web application form to comply with OMB requirements.  We did so, and received an extension of the performance report for two years.  This extension allowed us to collect the 2002-2003 performance data, and begin work on a new electronic-format to collect the data.

We had anticipated submitting a revised annual performance report form for approval.  However, discussions with grantees and staff, led to the decision to use the current form for 2003-2004 in order to allow current grantees to use the form with which they were familiar.  We are working on a new annual performance report form, however, due to complications with electronic formatting and the time frame estimated by the contractor, we do not expect the new form to be ready until 2005-2006.  

Therefore, we are requesting a two-year reinstatement without change of the SSS Program performance report form that expired on January 31, 2004.
