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  Justification

1.  Overview and Legal Requirements:

This information collection is currently approved as OMB #1810-0614, which will expire October 31, 2004.  It is Part I and Part II of the Consolidated State Performance Report that is required annually of each State, District of Columbia, and Puerto Rico.

This current request is for the approval of the revised and combined (Part I and Part II) Consolidated State Performance Report.  Some of the data requested in the current collection were not requested in the original Part I and Part II reports because (1) the data were available through the Consolidated State Application or other sources, or (2) we did not expect States to have the data before this current collection.  This collection complies with the previous OMB Terms of Clearance in that this collection requests only data that States have available to them and that is not available through any other existing source.  In requesting approval through July 31, 

2006, the Department commits to using this collection only as long as and to the extent that PBDMI/EDEN does not provide for this data.  Much of the data requested in this report has been recommended for inclusion in PBDMI.  Once PBDMI is fully implemented, information will be drawn from that source.  In addition, where programs will conduct evaluation studies, this report encourages States to fully participate in those studies and does not request any data that would duplicate the collections that will occur under such evaluation studies.  States may submit the reports via electronic transmission and they will not be required to provide any data that are available from an existing source, e.g., PBDMI or State Report Cards.  If the data requested are available from another source, the State must provide specific information on where the data may be accessed, e.g., the URL for the State Report Card.

Consolidated State Performance Report (Part I)

This part of the report collects data that the Secretary is required to report to Congress on the implementation of the No Child Left Behind Act. It requires only data that is required by Statute and is not available, at this time, from other sources.  


The current submission reflects the following changes in Part I of the previously approved Consolidated State Performance Report:

It asks for information previously provided in the Consolidated State Application.
It asks for information needed for the Secretary’s report but that State’s were not expected to have available prior to this collection. 
Consolidated State Performance Report (Part II)

This part of the report collects program specific data that the Department needs to monitor program outcomes and thus identify technical assistance needs and program management and policy needs.  It requires only data that are not available, at this time, from other sources, and are needed for the programs’ GPRA indicators or other assessment and reporting requirements.  Data reported under this part of the report combined with that submitted in Part I of this collection will provide needed information about States’ progress in implementing NCLB.

The current submission reflects the following changes in Part II of the previously approved Consolidated State Performance Report:

It asks for information previously provided in the Consolidated State Application
It asks for information needed to effectively monitor the implementation of NCLB but that State’s were not expected to have available prior to this collection.
In the Department’s ongoing effort to reduce data collection burden on States, the Department is continuing to make better use of State data available through other sources. For example, States are required to publish annual report cards that must be made available to the public.  These report cards contain some of the information being requested under this collection.  In the future, the Secretary will obtain from other sources some of the information now included in the Consolidated State Performance Report.  Further, Phase II of PBDMI (EDEN) will be a major source of these data. Thus, future Consolidated State Performance Reports will request fewer data elements, resulting in further substantial reduction of burden on respondents.  Only data that are not available through another source are requested in this collection.

2.  The Department will use the information for reports on its progress in meeting its strategic           plan goals, individual program performance (GPRA), and State’s progress in implementing          NCLB. 

3. Consolidated State Performance Report data collection will be conducted via electronic                        transmission; however, traditional paper submissions will also be accepted.

 4.  This information collection does not duplicate any information that the Department now                          has or that is otherwise available.  The Department worked extensively to eliminate data                       elements that can be obtained from other sources, such as the NCLB Consolidated State                        Application, evaluation studies and statistical studies. 

5.     Neither small businesses nor small entities are affected by this collection.

6.     If the information is not collected through these reporting instruments, the Department will not             have the means to obtain data on States’ progress in implementing their programs under NCLB.

7.     No special circumstances exist that would cause this information to be collected in any of the               ways listed under #7.

 8.    Individual program offices and principle offices have collaborated extensively with State officials         and other program personnel through program directors’ conferences and technical assistance               meetings to establish GRPA indicators and to ensure that program activities are outcome based.           Evidence that programs are meeting these indicators and attaining the specified outcomes is the            basis for the reporting requirements incorporated in this information collection.

9.    No payment or gift of any kind will be provided to respondents.

10.   No assurance of confidentiality pertaining to this information will be provided to respondents.

11. The information collection does not include questions of a sensitive nature, such as sexual             behavior and attitudes, religious beliefs, and other matters that are commonly considered private.

12. This is a revision of a current collection that reflects the inclusion of data that is not available from other sources and that States can provide. The total burden for the NCLB Consolidated State Performance Report (Parts I and II combined) is 61,499. Even though this combined total appears to be an increase of the burden on respondents, it actually is a reduction from the 134,768 burden hours that were approved for the original Consolidated State Performance Report under IASA.
