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Supporting Statement for Paperwork Reduction Act Submissions

A. Justification

The Smaller Learning Communities Annual Performance Report for Cohort 2 was originally approved in conjunction with the Application Package under collection number 1830-0552.   The package was granted one-year approval that expired on February 2, 2004.  The package was then revised and published on March 8, 2004.  At this time the Annual Performance Report for Cohort 2 was not included as part of collection 1830-0552.   OVAE is seeking approval on the Annual Performance for Cohort 2 under a new number in order to avoid confusing the different grantee cohorts.   This is the second year OVAE will receive cohort 2 performance data.  

The Smaller Learning Communities Program (SLC) competitively awards grants to local educational agencies to implement smaller learning environments. The program is designed to provide funds to large high schools so that they can use research-based strategies to implement or expand smaller learning communities. The collection of information is necessary for the Department to evaluate whether the grantees have made substantial progress towards achieving their stated goals and substantial progress towards meeting the performance targets for the performance indicators set forth in Notice of Final Priorities for the program published March 20, 2003 in the Federal Register.

E. Application and Reporting Requirements Related to Expected Outcomes

    For both planning and implementation grants, applicants must 

describe their:

    (a) Project activities, including measurable goals, objectives and 

timelines; and

    (b) Indicators to gauge progress toward meeting project objectives.

    In addition, the Secretary requires implementation grantees to 

collect data that address the performance indicators for this program, 

in order for them to produce annual performance reports. These reports 

will document the grantees' yearly progress toward expected project 

objectives. The Secretary will use these reports to measure the success 

of each grantee's project, as well as the effects of the Smaller 

Learning Communities program nationwide. A copy of the Smaller Learning 

Communities Annual Performance Report form for implementation grantees 

is included in the application package. Planning grantees will be 

required to submit a performance report, including their implementation 

plan, at the end of their project.

    Applicants for an implementation grant must submit initial baseline 

data for each student outcome measure described below. Baseline data 

should come from either the current or previous school year. Applicants 

must report these data as an appendix. Upon notification of award, 

implementation grantees will be required to submit student outcome data 

for all participating schools for three years preceding the baseline 

year within forty-five days of the award date.

    Required student outcome measures include:

I. Student Achievement

    (a) Whether the schools achieved adequate yearly progress, as such 

term is defined under Title I, Part A of the Elementary and Secondary 

Education Act; and

    (b) The percentage and number of students taking the SAT and ACT, 

and their average scores;

II. Academic Rigor and Student Retention

    (a) The number of students who take courses for which they receive 

both high school and college credit, including AP or International 

Baccalaureate courses; and

    (b) The overall reported average daily attendance for October.

III. School Climate

    (a) The number of incidents of student violence and alcohol and 

drug use;

    (b) The number of expulsions, suspensions, or other serious 

disciplinary actions; and

The Smaller Learning Communities Program is authorized by Section 5441 of Part D of Title V of the Elementary and Secondary Education Act of 1965 (20 U.S.C. 7249), as amended by the No Child Left Behind Act of 2001.   Section 5441 describes information to be included in the application.  Section 5441 is attached.  ED is seeking approval of this collection.

2. Indicate how, by whom, and for what purpose the information is to be used.  Except for a new collection, indicate the actual use the agency has made of the information received from the current collection.

The information is collected by personnel at the LEA from state assessment results and information databases constructed by the LEA and the SEA.  The information is collected to inform the LEA on the progress of its’ schools with the implementation of Smaller Learning Communities and to assess the impact if any the program is making in addressing the academic performance of students participating in the program.  The information is also reported to the Department by the LEA to indicate the progress of program implementation and program impact. The information also serves as a basis for monitoring project performance, based on the project design, objectives, evaluation plans and other information described in the grant application. Congress initially funded the program for $45 million in FY2000.  In FY2001, the Department awarded $97 million in SLCP grants.  In FY2002, the Department awarded $135 million in SLCP grantees.  Currently, the Department has awarded 282 three-year implementation grants, and 260 one-year planning grants, which are now administered by OVAE.    

3. There will be no electronic or automated collection techniques used.

About a third of the information collected does exist for other purposes designated by the LEA, SEA and the Department.  The other two thirds of the information is relevant only for the  monitoring and evaluation of the Smaller Learning Communities grantees.  This information collection does not duplicate any other information collection effort. It does in some part use information already collected..

Small entities are not affected by this program.  The respondents are local educational agencies.

The Smaller Learning Communities Grant Program is a discretionary grant program.  The information is required by the notice executing the program statute and is essential to the management, monitoring and evaluation of the program.  The data collection occurs only when applications for new grants are solicited – once every year – and the annual performance report is solicited

Burden hours for respondents
The maximum number of eligible respondents is 181. The average burden per response for an implementation grant is 8 hours. Based on 181 responses to the Smaller Learning Communities application package and an average burden of approximately 8 hours/response, the total burden is 1,448 hours.

Primary costs to respondents fall into the following categories: Preparation of the annual performance report and mailing for the estimated twenty percent who will not report electronically.  Based on the estimate that 400 grantees will respond , costs to respondents are estimated to be the following:

SEC. 5441. SMALLER LEARNING COMMUNITIES.

(a) GRANT AUTHORITY- The Secretary is authorized to award grants to local educational agencies to enable the agencies to create a smaller learning community or communities.

(b) APPLICATION- Each local educational agency desiring a grant under this subpart shall submit an application to the Secretary at such time, in such manner, and accompanied by such information as the Secretary may require. The application shall include descriptions of the following:

(1) Strategies and methods the local educational agency will use to create the smaller learning community or communities.

(2) Curriculum and instructional practices, including any particular themes or emphases, to be used in the smaller learning environment.

(3) The extent of involvement of teachers and other school personnel in investigating, designing, implementing, and sustaining the smaller learning community or communities.

(4) The process to be used for involving students, parents, and other stakeholders in the development and implementation of the smaller learning community or communities.

(5) Any cooperation or collaboration among community agencies, organizations, businesses, and others to develop or implement a plan to create the smaller learning community or communities.

(6) The training and professional development activities that will be offered to teachers and others involved in the activities assisted under this subpart.

(7) The objectives of the activities assisted under this subpart, including a description of how such activities will better enable all students to reach challenging State academic content standards and State student academic achievement standards.

`(8) The methods by which the local educational agency will assess progress in meeting the objectives described in paragraph (7).

`(9) If the smaller learning community or communities exist as a school-within-a-school, the relationship, including governance and administration, of the smaller learning community to the remainder of the school.

`(10) The administrative and managerial relationship between the local educational agency and the smaller learning community or communities, including how such agency will demonstrate a commitment to the continuity of the smaller learning community or communities (including the continuity of student and teacher assignment to a particular learning community).

`(11) How the local educational agency will coordinate or use funds provided under this subpart with other funds provided under this Act or other Federal laws.

`(12) The grade levels or ages of students who will participate in the smaller learning community or communities.

`(13) The method of placing students in the smaller learning community or communities, such that students are not placed according to ability or any other measure, but are placed at random or by their own choice, and not pursuant to testing or other judgments.

`(c) AUTHORIZED ACTIVITIES- Funds under this section may be used for one or more of the following:

`(1) To study—

`(A) the feasibility of creating the smaller learning community or communities; and

`(B) effective and innovative organizational and instructional strategies that will be used in the smaller learning community or communities.

`(2) To research, develop, and implement—

`(A) strategies for creating the smaller learning community or communities; and

`(B) strategies for effective and innovative changes in curriculum and instruction, geared to challenging State academic content standards and State student academic achievement standards.

`(3) To provide professional development for school staff in innovative teaching methods that—

`(A) challenge and engage students; and

`(B) will be used in the smaller learning community or communities.

`(4) To develop and implement strategies to include parents, business representatives, local institutions of higher education, community-based organizations, and other community members in the smaller learning communities as facilitators of activities that enable teachers to participate in professional development activities and provide links between students and their community.
