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Background of the Report

This document contains the U.S. Department of Education’s Consolidated Annual Performance, Accountability, and Financial Status Reporting instrument for the State grant and Tech- Prep grant programs authorized by the Carl D. Perkins Vocational and Technical Education Act of 1998, 20 U.S.C. §§ 2301 et seq. as amended by P.L. 105-332 (Perkins III).  Prepared in consultation with State officials, it includes all program reporting as well as Annual Performance Reporting requirements, for program years 2001-2002 through 2003-2004, addressing the progress States are making in implementing the State plans. 

Under Perkins III, the U. S. Department of Education distributes approximately $1 billion to States and, through them, to local educational agencies (LEAs) and other subgrantees for purposes of improving vocational educational achievement of the nation’s students.  In implementing these programs, Perkins III emphasizes the importance of accountability for performance and fiscal management in contributing to States and school districts' achieving their education goals for all vocational students.  

This is the second generation of a consolidated annual reporting system.  This single reporting instrument incorporates (1) the accountability reporting requirements under Section 113 of Perkins III, and (2) the reporting requirements under the Education Department General Administrative Regulations (34 CFR Part 80.40 (Annual Performance Report) and 80.41 (Financial Status Report)).

The reporting instrument:

1. Promotes coordinated data collection by including, in a single instrument, all of the annual information that the Department needs for this program; and

2. Reduces burden on eligible agencies by consolidating formerly separate reporting instruments into a single document; streamlining reporting requests for more efficient program administration; and eliminating duplication and unnecessary requests for information.

It is expected that reporting will continue to change as the Department and the States develop their capacities to elicit and use accurate and reliable information for purposes of monitoring, reporting, and improving vocational programs and services.  

The Department will continue collaborating with eligible agencies and others on ways to improve a consolidated reporting instrument that would be used for reporting on activities conducted in the future.  

In addition, the Department has contracted for the continued development and improvement of a web-based reporting system.  The Department is committed to working with the contractor and eligible agencies so that all States that choose to do so can submit their reports via the web.

Reporting Requirements: 

The report is due December 31 of each year.  Department of Education regulations require that annual performance and financial status reports be submitted by the 90th day following the grant year (34 CFR  §80.40(b)(1), §80.41(b)(4)).

Report submission will have one interim FSR for Perkins III for the current reporting program year and one final FSR for the previously reported program year.

AMERICAN INDIAN or ALASKAN NATIVE: A person having origins in any of the original peoples of North America, and who maintains cultural identification through tribal affiliation or community recognition.

ASIAN or PACIFIC ISLANDER: A person having origins in any of the original peoples of the Far East, Southeast Asia, the Indian subcontinent, or the Pacific Islands.  This includes people from China, Japan, Korea, the Philippine Islands, American Samoa,

Displaced homemaker:  The term “displaced homemaker” means an individual who –

(A)(i) has worked primarily without remuneration to care for a home and family and for that reason has diminished marketable skills;

 (ii) has been dependent on the income of another family member but is no longer supported by that income; or 

(iii) is a parent whose youngest dependent child will become ineligible to receive assistance under part A of title IV of the Social Security Act (42 U.S.C. 601 et seq.) not later than 2 years after the date on which the parent applies for assistance under this title; and 

(B) is unemployed or underemployed and is experiencing difficulty in obtaining or upgrading employment. [sec. 3(7)]

Economically disadvantaged: The term "economically disadvantaged" means individuals from economically disadvantaged families, including foster children. [sec. (3)(23)].

Individual with limited English proficiency:  The term "individual with limited English proficiency" means a secondary school student, an adult, or an out-of-school youth, who has limited ability in speaking, reading, writing, or understanding the English language, and—

(A) whose native language is a language other than English; or

(B) who lives in a family or community environment in which a language other than English is the dominant language. [sec. 3(13)]

Individual with a disability: The term "individual with a disability" means an individual with any disability (as defined in section 3 of the Americans with Disabilities Act of 1990 (42 U.S.C. 12102) [sec. 3(14)] and IDEA “97”)) [sec 300.7] 

Individuals with other barriers to educational achievement: The term "individuals with other barriers to educational achievement" is defined by each State as part of your Perkins III State plan. Include those categories or groups of students identified in your State plan as "individuals with other barriers to educational achievement." [sec. 3(23)]

Non-traditional training and employment: The term "nontraditional training and employment" means occupations or fields of work, including careers in computer science, technology, and other emerging high skill occupations, for which individuals from one gender comprise less than 25 percent of the individuals employed in each such occupation or field of work. [sec. 3(17)]. Because our nation’s labor force is increasingly mobile and the labor market internationally competitive, the Department encourages States to use national employment statistics to identify non-traditional occupations.  However, States may use State data on employment to identify nontraditional occupations if it improves targeting of educational improvement activities for nontraditional employment and service to students enrolled in those programs. VI. Instructions For Completing The Basic Grant And Tech Prep Student Enrollment Report Form III:

The enrollment data is now to be reported by 16 discrete career pathways.  The definitions of these areas are provided to offer the states greater accuracy in identifying student enrollment and to align states' vocational identifiers with the Department of Labor's vocational identifiers.  During this transition from the previous classification reporting system to this new career cluster pathway reporting system, the decision to place state specific courses and programs in a career cluster rests with the state. Step 1--Assign programs/sequences of courses to the most appropriate cluster. 

Note: In the event a program/sequence of courses is broader than one of the sixteen career clusters, then identify the most appropriate career cluster for the program/sequence of courses and divide the program/sequence of courses into different career clusters and assign each different career cluster its appropriate weight.  For example: if a course cut across two career cluster and the state's analyses revealed that 70% of the course was appropriate for career cluster #2 and 30% of the course was appropriate for career cluster #1, then that student count for that course FTE would be allocated 70% to career cluster #2 and 30% to career cluster #1.

Step 2---Report total student enrollment for each career cluster based on the assignment of programs/sequences of courses in Step 1.

· In completing the Student Enrollment data collection forms for the Basic Grant and the Tech Prep Grant, Racial/Ethnic and Special Population categories are required data breakouts.  These data breakouts may be a duplicate count of students that can be reported in each Special Populations category for which they meet the definitions.   This includes “American Indian or Alaska Native; Asian or Pacific Islander; Black, non-Hispanic; Hispanic; White, non-Hispanic; Unknown/Other; and Total Race/Ethnicity as well as Individuals with Disabilities, Economically Disadvantaged, Nontraditional Enrollees, Single Parents, Displaced Homemakers, Other Education Barriers and Limited English Proficient Special Populations categories.

· Row 1 contains the unduplicated male, female and gender unknown* enrollment count of  concentrators as defined by the state.

· In completing the data collection forms in an Excel or web-based data collection format each white cell must contain either a digit or “N/P”**.  Each cell must contain a digit or N/P.  The computer will automatically calculated all shaded data cells***.
*
In reporting an unknown gender, if you have 10 students 5 males and 3 females, 2 students would   be reported in the gender unknown category.  If you have 5 males and 5 females you would report zero in the gender unknown category.

**
Not Provided: An N/P in a cell means that the State has attempted to collect data from the locals or institutions, such data was not provided (N/P) by or could not be obtained by the local education agencies or institutions.  It is the States’ responsibility to attempt to get the information.  An N/P reported will be counted, aggregated, as a zero.

Zero:  A “0”  in the cell means that the State has received confirmation that there are no students in that category.

· column C “Numerator” is the number of students that are determined to have achieved the established outcome.

· column D “Denominator” is the number of students that were expected to achieve the establish outcome.

· column G “Actual vs. Adjusted level of Performance” is automatically calculated and identified with an E-Exceed, M-Met and D-Didn’t Meet.

· the Racial/Ethnic, Special Population and Tech Prep categories are required data breakouts.  This includes “American Indian or Alaska Native; Asian; Black or African American; Hispanic or Latino; Native Hawaiian or Other Pacific Islander,” White; Unknown/Other; and Total Race/Ethnic as well as Individuals with Disabilities, Economically Disadvantaged, Nontraditional Enrollees, Single Parents, Displaced Homemakers, Other Educational Barriers and Limited English Proficient Special Populations categories.  Special Populations Breakouts – Student outcomes (results) for each Core Indicator should be reported under each Special Population of which they are a member. For example, if a student is disabled and economically disadvantaged, they would be reported twice—once under disabled and again under economically disadvantaged.

· Core Indicator #3 Placement and Retention – Total Placement data are unduplicated.  However, the Core Indicator #3 Placement and Retention, sub-indicators Education/Training, and Employment data are duplicated.  

· states reporting Military data should use the Employment form for reporting.  States should combine these data.

· report secondary data in the section entitled “Secondary” and collegiate data AA degree granting institution in the section entitled “Postsecondary”.

· states reporting e.g. tech centers, adult evening school data on an additional non collegiate not granting an AA degree Accountability Form IV, page 17(x) in the section entitled “Adult” and identifying the measure in the heading.  States may duplicate this form.
