Details about Sample Size Requirements and Development 
of the Within-Household Sampling Scheme

The sample design plan described the precision requirements for NHES:2005 and presented the plan for within-household sampling. This appendix provides a more detailed discussion of these aspects of the NHES:2005 sample design. Section 1 contains details about sample size requirements, and section 2 describes the development of the within-household sampling scheme. In all of the tabulations and throughout the discussion in this appendix, all expected design effects due to differential sampling (differential rates used for telephone number selection, subsampling of cases for nonresponse followup, and differential selection of persons within households) and due to weighting adjustments (nonresponse, poststratification, and/or raking) are taken into account. That is, sample sizes needed to meet the precision requirements have been inflated to account for these expected design effects.

Sample Size Requirements

Adults

One key objective of NHES:2005 is to provide estimates of change. The sample requirements for estimating change were more stringent than those for producing cross-sectional estimates. Thus, the sample size requirements for the AELL-NHES:2005 survey are determined by the ability to detect change in adult education participation for key subgroups defined by race/ethnicity and educational attainment. 

As discussed in the sample design plan, the general precision requirement for each NHES:2005 survey is the ability to detect a 10 to 15 percent relative change for an estimate of between 30 and 60 percent. The sample sizes needed to meet this precision requirement for detecting changes between NHES survey estimates were calculated using estimates and standard errors from NHES:2001. Table C-1 gives the sample size requirements for detecting a 10 percent and a 15 percent relative change in the NHES:2001 estimate for each key indicator in the AELL-NHES:2005 survey. For example, the overall estimate of participation in adult education activities from the AELL-NHES:2001 survey is 46 percent (with a standard error of 0.6 percent). The sample size required to detect a 10 percent relative

change (i.e., a change of 5 percentage points, or 0.1 times 46) is 864 completed interviews. To detect a 15 percent relative change (i.e., a change of 7 percentage points), 370 completed interviews would be required. For some characteristics, detection of a 15 percent relative change was not feasible; however, in each such case, the level of the NHES:2001 estimate fell outside the 30 to 60 percent range.

As shown in table C-1, the characteristic with the most stringent sample size (among those characteristics that fall in the 30 to 60 percent range) is the need to detect a 15 percent relative difference in the estimate of overall participation in adult education for Hispanics. A total of 8,065 completed interviews is expected to be required for this. However, many of the key indicators for the AELL survey fall outside the 30 to 60 percent range and the screening sample size, driven by the sample requirements for children (as discussed below), is sufficient to support a larger sample of adults. Thus, a target sample size of about 13,610 adults (expected to yield about 10,527 completed AELL interviews) was established for NHES:2005. This sample is expected to be sufficient to support precise estimates of change in overall participation for Blacks and Hispanics, as well as for other key subgroups discussed below. 

Other key indicators for NHES:2005 are estimates of participation in each type of adult education by educational attainment (less than high school, high school or higher). In order to attain greater precision in the estimates of characteristics of participants, all participants, regardless of educational attainment, will be oversampled in NHES:2005. Additionally, adults with less than a high school diploma will be oversampled. Expected unit response rates and participant/nonparticipant switching rates were taken into account when determining the final sample sizes.

Table C-2 presents the expected detectable differences based on the expected sample sizes for the AELL-NHES:2005 survey. As shown, the precision requirement to detect a 10-15 percent relative change for an estimate of between 30 and 60 percent could be met with the proposed sample sizes for most of the key indicators. For overall participation in adult education, all race/ethnicity subgroups, as well as the subgroup containing adults with a high school diploma or higher, met the specified precision requirement. For estimates by type of adult education, the subgroup containing adults with a high school diploma or higher met the precision requirement. However, for all types of participation for adults with less than a high school diploma, meeting this requirement is not feasible when comparing to AELL-NHES:2001. This is partly due to small sample sizes and small estimates (considerably smaller than 30 percent). 

For comparison purposes, tables C-3 and C-4 show the expected detectable differences based on 8,065 completed AELL interviews (the minimum sample size required to meet the precision requirements) and 13,000 completed AELL interviews, respectively. (The option with 13,000 completed interviews is presented here to show the effect a sample design with substantially more interviews would have on precision.) By comparing tables C-2, C-3, and C-4, it can be seen that even fairly substantial differences in proposed sample sizes for the AELL-NHES:2005 survey have little effect on the ability to detect changes. For example, for the estimate of overall participation in adult education among Hispanics, under the proposed design (with 10,527 completed interviews expected), it is expected that a 14 percent relative change (corresponding to an absolute change of 6 percent) would be detectable. Under a design with 8,065 completed interviews (the minimum sample size that is expected to meet the precision requirement), the detectable change for that estimate would be 15 percent (but this would still correspond to an absolute change of 6 percent); under a design with 13,000 completed interviews, the detectable change for that estimate would still be 14 percent (corresponding to an absolute change of 6 percent). 

Since differential sampling rates are proposed for participants and nonparticipants and for adults with less than a high school diploma or a high school diploma or higher, the design effects resulting from this differential sampling are a concern. After considering various alternatives, it was found that a sample of about 1,000 participants with less than a high school diploma, 2,200 non-participants with less than a high school diploma, 6,600 participants with a high school diploma or higher, and 3,800 nonparticipants with a high school diploma or higher is feasible without great reductions in efficiency. The overall expected design effect due to the differential sampling of adults is 1.45. 

In NHES, estimates of participation in adult education by income level are of interest. Therefore, one alternative that was considered for AELL-NHES:2001 was differential sampling of adults based on income. In order to sample based on income level, income items would need to appear early in the Screener. Because income is a sensitive item and asking about income may induce nonresponse to future interviews in the household, previous NHES administrations have asked about income at the end of the first completed extended interview. Asking about income early in the Screener would likely jeopardize response rates. Furthermore, income items have been shown to be quite unreliable due to measurement error; therefore, there is a high risk of misclassification when sampling based on income. In light of these concerns, sampling adults based on income was ruled out for NHES:2001, and this approach is not recommended for NHES:2005. However, as in previous NHES surveys, the use of

income will be considered in the development of the weighting methodology for NHES:2005 in order to reduce coverage bias due to highly differential telephone coverage rates among income subgroups.  The measurement error concern does not weight heavily in the decision to use income in weighting because the NHES surveys use the same income question as the CPS, which is the source of the control totals used in the weighting adjustment.
Table C-5 presents the expected number of completed interviews for each of the key subgroups in the AELL-NHES:2005 survey. Overall, the expected number of completed interviews for the AELL-NHES:2005 survey is 10,527.

Children

The sample requirements for children for the ECPP-NHES:2005 and ASPA-NHES:2005 surveys are based on the precision needed for estimates of type of care arrangement by age/grade groupings and by race/ethnicity. As discussed in the sample design plan, the general precision requirement for each NHES:2005 survey is the ability to detect a 10 to 15 percent relative change for an estimate of between 30 and 60 percent. The sample sizes required to meet this precision requirement for detecting changes between NHES survey estimates were calculated, using estimates and standard errors from the ECPP-NHES:2001 and ASPA-NHES:2001 surveys. Tables C-6 and C-7 give the sample size

requirements for detecting a 10 percent and a 15 percent relative change for each key indicator in the ECPP-NHES:2005 and ASPA-NHES:2005 surveys, respectively. For some characteristics, detection of a 15 percent relative change is not feasible; however, in each such case, the level of the NHES:2001 estimate fell outside the 30 to 60 percent range. 
Based on these requirements, target sample sizes of 9,261 and 14,052 children (yielding expected numbers of completed interviews of 7,714 and 11,705) were established for the ECPP-NHES:2005 and ASPA-NHES:2005 surveys, respectively. As in the adult sample, expected completion rates were taken into account in determining the sample size.

Tables C-8 and C-9 present the expected detectable differences based on the expected sample sizes for the ECPP-NHES:2005 and ASPA-NHES:2005 surveys, respectively, under the proposed sample design. It is shown in tables C-8 and C-9 that the precision requirement of the ability to detect a 10-15 percent relative change for an estimate of between 30 and 60 percent is expected to be met with the proposed sample sizes for most of the key indicators. The only exception is the estimate of relative care for Black, non-Hispanics in the ECPP survey; for this estimate, a relative changes of 17 percent is expected to be detectable. All other key indicators for which a relative change of 10-15 percent were not expected to be detectable fell outside the 30 to 60 percent range. In the ECPP survey, a 10 to 15 percent relative change can be detected for both age subgroups as well as White non-Hispanics for all types of care except Head Start. In the ASPA survey, a 10 to 15 percent relative change in estimates for elementary schoolers and White non-Hispanics can be detected for all types of care except for nonrelative

care and self care. However, in the ECPP survey for Black, non-Hispanics in relative care, meeting the precision requirement when comparing to NHES:2001 is not feasible with the current sample size. A considerably larger sample size would be required, which would require considerably more screening. 
Table C-10 shows the expected number of completed interviews for each of these key subgroups in the ECPP and ASPA surveys under the proposed sample design. Overall, the expected numbers of completed interviews under the proposed sample design are 7,714 for the ECPP survey and 11,705 for the ASPA survey.

Development of the Within-Household Sampling Scheme

As discussed in the sample design plan, the following primary goals and features of the sampling scheme for within-household sampling were established:

· Sample no more than three persons per household.

· Because sample requirements are most stringent for middle schoolers and preschoolers, sample one middle schooler and one preschooler in every household that has such children.

· Because the numbers of adults, elementary schoolers, and infants identified in all screened households are expected to exceed the sample requirements, sample at most two of an adult, an elementary schooler, or an infant in any given household; that is, there were no households in which an elementary schooler, an infant, and an adult were all sampled.

· Because adults with less than a high school diploma who participated in adult education are of particular interest, they will be sampled at a higher rate than other adults. 

· In a subsample of households without children, two adults with an educational attainment of less than a high school diploma could be sampled.

These goals and design features were established in order to control respondent burden by limiting the number and types of interviews per household, while minimizing the amount of screening required but retaining sample efficiency. As alternative sampling schemes were considered and evaluated, key factors included the amount of screening required, the expected sample yield and distributions, and the expected design effect.

Different sampling schemes for sampling children were studied, with consideration for the operational complexity of alternative schemes. The sampling scheme described in the sample design plan was determined to best suit the requirements of the survey. Table C-11 shows the expected sample yield for children and overall sampling rates by household composition under the proposed sample design (with an expected 59,380 completed screeners). 

Having determined the sampling plan for selecting children, the next step was to examine options for oversampling adults with less than a high school diploma and adult education participants. A general sampling scheme was considered that involved:

· Using an overall sampling rate (r) for identifying households in which adults were enumerated and eligible to be sampled. This rate is such that the rate for subsampling households with children is two-thirds that for households without children. After various alternatives had been considered, a rate of r = 0.5 was selected. Thus, in 50 percent of households without children, no enumeration will be required. As a result, it is expected that about 20,900 households will be screened out.

· Using differential rates for sampling adults based on educational attainment (less than high school diploma, high school diploma or higher) and adult education participation status. In general, under the proposed scheme, adults without a high school diploma will be sampled at rates of about 3 times the rates for adults with a high school diploma or higher. For adults without a high school diploma, adult education participants will be sampled at a rate of about 2 times that for adult education nonparticipants; for adults with a high school diploma, the rate for participants will be about 1.8 times that for nonparticipants.

Sampling two adults without a high school diploma in households without children that have two or more adults, all of whom have educational attainment of less than a high school diploma.

The expected sample yield and overall sampling rates for adults under the proposed sample design (with an expected 59,380 completed screeners) based on this sampling scheme are given in table C-12.
