Comment:  
The Department of Education (Department) received only one comment via email from an individual who did not indicate that the comment was on behalf of an institution or organization.  The commenter requested the draft guidelines for the fiscal year 2010 TS Program competition.
Response: 
The Department did not make any changes to the Information Collection based on the comment received.
The application guidelines are not yet available for viewing by the public. 
On March 23, 2010, the Department of Education published a notice of proposed rulemaking (NPRM) to amend the regulations for the TRIO Programs to implement changes made by the Higher Education Opportunity Act (HEOA) to the Higher Education Act (HEA).  The final regulations for the TS Program take into consideration comments received from over 400 commenters on the NPRM.  We have also taken these public comments into consideration as we have drafted the TS application package.  However, the law requires approval of those final regulations by the Office of Management and Budget (OMB) before the application guidelines are available for viewing by the public.  The Department anticipates that the final regulations will be published in the Federal Register in late October, with an anticipated effective date of December 2010. As required by statute, Department staff will conduct 10 pre-application workshops around the country highlighting the changes to the regulations.  The sites of the pre-application workshops will be posted on the TRIO website listed above as soon as they are finalized.
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
