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Grantees must enter the data requested and other data the Secretary may require, in the system developed by the Secretary.  Through the analysis of data collected under the following reporting requirements, the Secretary will assess the program’s overall goals of:

(1) Increasing access to technology for disabled individuals; and

(2) Increasing employment opportunities and competitive employment outcomes for individuals with disabilities.

Performance measures used to determine whether the goals have been accomplished will include:

(1) Number of loan applications;

(2) Number of loans;

(3) Amount and terms of each loan;

(4) Number of loan applications denied and the reasons for denials;

(5) The types of equipment financed, including the total number of each type of equipment financed; 

(6) Number of individuals who obtained telework employment as a result of Telework loans; 

(7) Default rate and net losses; and

(8) The total financial contribution to the project, including the Federal share and non-Federal matching contributions, and the source of the non-Federal share.

Grantee evaluation systems must be capable of collecting and analyzing this and any additional information as required by the Secretary.
