	10. Abstract:
[bookmark: Text28] The purpose of the 21st Century Community Learning Centers program (21st CCLC) program, as reauthorized under Title IV, Part B, of the No Child Left Behind Act of 2001, 4201 et seq., (20 U.S. Code 7171 et seq.), is to provide expanded academic enrichment opportunities for children attending low-performing schools. To reflect the changes in the authorization and administration of the 21st CCLC program and to comply with its reporting requirements, the Education Department (ED) is requesting authorization for the collection of data through Web-based, data-collection modules, the Annual Performance Report, the Grantee Profile, the Competition Overview, and the State Activities module, which collectively will be housed in an application called the 21st CCLC Profile and Performance Information Collection System (PPICS).  The data will continue to be used to fulfill ED's requirement under the Government Performance and Results Act  to report to Congress annually on the implementation and progess of 21st CCLC projects and the use of state administrative and technical assistance funds allocated to the states to support the program.  The data collection will also provide State Educational Agency (SEA) liaisons with needed descriptive data about their grantees and allow SEA liaisions to conduct performance monitoring and identify areas of needed technical assistance.

	[bookmark: Text78]The report is organized around each of the primary indicators that make up the present indicator system:
·	Grades - The indicator currently is predicated on the percentage of regular attendees whose mathematics and       reading/language arts grades improve by a half-grade or more from the first marking period in the fall to the last marking period in the spring. If a 100-point scale is being used, a half-grade change is a decrease or increase of 5 points. If an A–F scale is being used, a half-grade change is any decrease or increase in the letter grade (e.g., A to A- is a decrease and C+ to B- is an increase). If an E-S-U (excellent-satisfactory-unsatisfactory) or similar non-A–F letter-grade scale is being used, a half-grade change is a decrease or increase from one letter grade to another (e.g., S to E is an increase and S to U is a decrease).

·	State Assessment Results - The indicator currently is predicated on the percentage of regular attendees whose achievement test scores improved from “not proficient” to “proficient or above” on the mathematics and reading/language arts portions of their state’s assessment system. In this regard, a regular attendee would be counted in the numerator associated with the calculation if he or she scored in a category below proficiency on the assessment taken in the prior school year and scored at “proficient or above” on the assessment taken during the school year associated with the reporting period. The denominator associated with the calculation is all regular attendees with state assessment data reported who scored below proficiency on the assessment taken during the prior school year. At present, no steps are taken to account for when a state conducts testing during the course of the school year (i.e., fall versus spring). 

When reporting state assessment results, respondents are presented with the proficiency categories employed in their state’s assessment system—which range from a minimum of three to a maximum of five. Results are then aggregated into the standard federal categories: basic, proficient, and advanced. 

·	Teacher Survey-Related Indicators - Two indicators are predicated on data obtained from the teacher survey. (The teacher survey can be accessed at ppics.learningpt.org/ppics/survey.asp.)
·	Percentage of regular attendees with teacher-reported improvement in homework completion and class participation.
·	Percentage of regular attendees with teacher-reported improvement in student behavior.

The teacher survey is meant to be taken by a school-day teacher providing mathematics or reading/language arts instruction to a given student who has met the definition of a regular attendee during the reporting period. The survey contains 10 questions, with each addressing a specific academic-related behavior. The teacher taking the survey on behalf of a specific student is asked to specify the following: (1) if the student warranted improvement in that area; and (2) if the student did need to improve, to what extent the teacher witnessed a change in that behavior during the course of the school year.

The indicator based on the percentage of regular attendees with teacher-reported improvement in homework completion and class participation is calculated from the following items on the survey: (1) turning in his/her homework on time, (2) completing homework to the teacher’s satisfaction, and (3) participating in class. All 10 items appearing on the survey are used to calculate the percentage of regular attendees with teacher-reported improvement in student behavior. 

·	Program Quality Indicators - Currently, there are three program quality indicators that are all predicated on information obtained from the APR Activities page in PPICS:
·	Percentage of 21st CCLCs reporting emphasis in at least one core academic area.
·	Percentage of 21st CCLCs offering enrichment and support activities in technology.
·	Percentage of 21st CCLCs offering enrichment and support activities 
in other areas.

Unlike the indicators related to changes in student academic achievement and behaviors, these indicators are predicated on the full domain of 21st CCLCs in operation during the reporting period. Calculations for each of these indicators are predicated on the number of hours per week that centers typically report providing activities that fall within certain categories or that are meant to address certain subject areas.

·	Efficiency Indicators -The present domain of efficiency indicators comprises the following:
·	The percentage of state education agencies that submit complete and accurate data on 21st CCLC performance measures in a timely manner will increase.
·	The time it takes state education agencies to draw funds down to reimburse grantees will decrease.

Only a portion of the initial indicator relative to the completeness of performance measurement data is directly measured through the data collection embedded in PPICS. Issues of accuracy and the time it takes for states to draw down funds are not presently components of the PPICS reporting process.
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
