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Purpose
This document contains proposed changes to the populating of questions in the Consolidated State Performance Report (CSPR) for SY 2011-12 and 2012-13 via collection by EDFacts. 
Background
On February 25, 2007, Final Regulations were published to amend 34 CFR part 76 governing state reporting requirements. The revised regulations allow the Secretary and ED, through the Paperwork Reduction Act clearance process, to require states to report certain information electronically. The regulations also establish that ED may take administrative action against a state for failure to submit reports in the manner prescribed by the Secretary. This is intended to significantly reduce reporting burden and to streamline data collections currently required by ED by bringing elementary and secondary education data in through the Annual Mandatory Collection of Elementary and Secondary Education Data for EDFacts (1875-0240). The failure to submit EDFacts data constitutes a failure to comply substantially with the law applicable to the funds provided by the federal government. 
The EDFacts data set is composed of data groups and categories.  The structure of the EDFacts data set is explained in Attachment B-2 of Annual Manadatory Collection of Elementary and Secondary Data through EDFacts.
