	[bookmark: Text59]In prior years, the same APR form (OMB #: 1840-0561) was used for both the TS and EOC programs because of similarities in the performance data collected for these two programs.  Statutory changes to the TS programs resulting from the HEOA and subsequent amended regulations require the Department to collect substantially different data for each program. Therefore, the Department is developing separate forms for TS and EOC.  The new TS regulations also increase grantee data collection and reporting requirements  and require that TS grantees document services TS participants receives from other federally-funded programs.  These changes result in an increase in burden hours per grantee.
