	[bookmark: Text78]Data collected during the site visits will include information on procedures and practices used to identify ELs with disabilities, the challenges districts and schools experience in making such identifications, and the strategies that are used to overcome those challenges. The primary source of data will be interviews with district and school personnel conducted during site visits. In addition, extant data will be collected on case study districts, including demographic information and special education data, published reports, guides, and regulations. Sources will include national datasets; state, district, and school web sites; and documents provided by district and school personnel. After completing the data collection, the study team will prepare a summary of preliminary findings from the case studies and extant data analyses. A first draft report will then be produced in March 2013. The report will include a narrative on each district as well as a cross-district analysis of patterns identified in the data. The report will follow the principles of the Federal Plain Language Action and Information Network and adhere to ED guidance and requirements for public reporting.  A final report will be produced from this study in August 2013. Following approval, the final report will be posted on the Office of Planning, Evaluation and Policy Development public website.
