States must report annually on criteria and assessments required for initial teacher credentials using a State Report Card (SRC), and institutions of higher education (IHEs) with teacher preparation programs (TPP), and TPPs outside of IHEs, must report on key program elements on an Institution and Program Report Card (IPRC).  IHEs and TPPs outside of IHEs report annually to their states on program elements, including program numbers, type, enrollment figures, demographics, completion rates, goals and assurances to the state.  States, in turn, must report on TPP elements to the Secretary of Education in addition to information on assessment pass rates, state standards, initial credential types and requirements, numbers of credentials issued, TPP classification as at-risk or low performing.  The information from states, institutions, and programs is published annually in The Secretary's Report to Congress on Teacher Quality.

	[bookmark: Text59]Reduction in burden for the SRC is due to increased clarity in the Report Card instructions, implementing feedback from respondents on appropriate item placement on one Report Card or the other, as in requesting states to provide credential information and IHEs to provide major and subject area information instead of the other way around, eliminating items whose responses are unused in the Secretary's Report, such as information on nonstate approved credentials and nonimplemented program plans and criteria, and providing references for items such as the Teacher Shortage Report URL, and reducing the call for narrative data in favor of evidence-based responses.  After granting states two pilot years of implementation before requiring complete reporting, respondents have had time to problem solve collection issues through the Title II contractors' customer service, and consequently, increased efficiencies and built capacities for reporting data.  The IPRC was edited, revised for clarity and response to respondent feedback in the same way as the SRC.  The burden was not reduced in order to support IHEs and teacher education programs to report the number of traditional and alternative route teacher preparation programs leading to state accreditation that are provided at each IHE.  The IPRC report will continue to collect at the institution or entity level on number of participants served in teacher preparation programs, and will request IHEs to report the number, name, and type of teacher preparation programs they provide.
