	10. Abstract:
[bookmark: Text28]This form serves as the means by which borrowers in the William D. Ford Federal Direct Loan (Direct Loan) and Federal Family Education Loan (FFEL) Programs may request an Income-Based or Income-Contingent Repayment Plans if they meet certain statutory and regulaotry criteria.  The U.S. Department of Education uses the information collected on these forms to determine whether a borrower meets the eligibility requirements for the specific Income-Based or Income-Contingent Repayment Plan that the borrower has requested.  The burden hours associated with this collection is increasing for one reason; namely, that the collection is being combined with all Income-Based or Income-Contingent mateials contained in the soon-to-be revised 1845-0014 (Direct Loan Repayment Plan Selection Form) and soon-to-be discontinued 1845-0016 (Direct Loan IBR/ICR Alternative Documentation of Income Form), so that the forms associated with this collection may be used in both the FFEL and Direct Loan Program.  However, because the form has been greatly streamlined, there is a significant burden reduction associated with this clearance that is masked by the increased respondent population.

	[bookmark: Text59]The reported increase in burden associated with 1845-0102 is caused by two factors.  The number of respondents is increasing for two reasons: (1) 1845-0102 is being combined with 1845-0014 and 1845-0016, to the extent that 1845-0014 contained information regarding the Income-Based and Income-Contingent Repayment Plans for the William D. Ford Federal Direct Loan (Direct Loan) Program and (2) an adjustment to account for a greater interest in both repayment plans and the expansion of the Direct Loan Program.  However, the increase in respondents associated with this collection is partially offset by the streamlining of the collection, such that it is much easier for respondents to complete the form, reducing the burden hours per response from 1.33 hours to complete both forms associated with current 1845-0102 to 0.33 hours per response.
